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1.0 CHAIRPERSON’S FORWARD.

The departmental committee on Water, Environment, Natural Resources and Climate
Change received a statement raised by Hon. Fredrick Adonijah in regards to the matter of
pollution of River Oroba and Nyakoko Stream by KEDA Ceramic International Company
Limited, situated in Muhoroni Sub-County, Pursuant to standing order no 41(2)(b) of the
Kisumu County Assembly Standing Orders. Through this invocation, the Hon. Member
sought the intervention of the committee on Water, Environment, Natural Resources and
Climate Change to investigate the matter of pollution of River Oroba and Nyakoko Stream
by KEDA Ceramic International Company Limited, situated in Muhoroni Sub-County.
(ANNEX 1)

In the course of its deliberations on the statement, the Committee held consultative
meetings with representatives from the Department of National Environment
Management Authority (NEMA) as well as the Department of Water, Environment,
Natural Resources and Climate Change.

The Committee also conducted inspection visits to KEDA Ceramics Company and to River
Qroba in Muhoroni Sub-County to assess the matters raised in the statement firsthand.

In his statement, he outlined the following concerns;

1. Whether the company has water treatment infrastructure in place to ensure that no
harmful or untreated industrial waste reaches natural water bodies?

2. Whether the company conduct internal environmental audits or commission any
third-party environmental assessments relating to waste discharge? If so, can those
findings be made public?

3. What specific environmental management measures has KEDA Ceramics undertaken
in response to the confirmed water contamination in the area?

4. What is the company’s response to the allegations that its activities pose a threat to
public health, farming, fishing livelihoods, and the long-standing cultural practices
of the Kabar-Miwani and Kibigori communities?

5. How does the company intend to engage with and compensate affected local
communities whose water access, economic activities and environmental rights have
been compromised by its operations?

During the inquiry, the Committee noted that KEDA Ceramics Company had been issued with the
requisite documents such as KEDA Ceramics' license to transport waste (ANNEX 2) , Exhauster
Services Tracking Form (ANNEX 3), Waste Resources Authority Certificate on waste water
laboratory result (ANNEX 4), Effluent discharge License (ANNEX 5), and other relevant
compliance certificates by the National Environment Management Authority (NEMA), authorizing
it to operate within the area in accordance with established environmental regulations. (ANNEX
6). The committee also received a written submission from the department of Water,
Environment, Natural Resources and Climate Change. (ANNEX 7)
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The Committee further observed that the issuance of the licence was subject to specific
terms and conditions intended to ensure adherence to environmental standards, including
waste management, emissions control, and the protection of surrounding natural
resources.

The Committee visited KEDA Ceramics Company on 23t July 2025 pursuant to its oversight
mandate. However, despite prior notification through a letter dated 17th July 2025, the Company
declined to receive or facilitate the Committee during the scheduled visit. The Committee noted
this lack of cooperation with concern, particularly given the gravity of the issues under inquiry.

(ANNEX 8)

During the same visit, the Committee engaged members of the local community residing
near River Oroba. The residents informed the Committee that the Company allegedly
discharges waste effluent into the river. They indicated that this was most evident during
the early morning hours, when whitish effluent could reportedly be observed flowing into
the water.

The Committee took note of these allegations and emphasized the need for independent
verification through appropriate environmental assessments, including water quality
testing and a review of the Company’s waste management systems, to ascertain compliance
with the requirements set by the National Environment Management Authority (NEMA)
and other relevant regulatory frameworks.

The Committee consequently recommends that this Honourable House adopt this Report
and resolve that the management of KEDA Ceramics and National Environment
Management Authority (NEMA), be required to appear before the Whole House within
14 days upon adoption of the report for comprehensive deliberations regarding the alleged
pollution of River Oroba attributed to the operations of KEDA Ceramics.

The appearance should enable the House to:

1. Receive a detailed report on the nature, extent, and causes of the pollution.

2. Clarify the roles and responsibilities of both KEDA Ceramics and NEMA in
environmental compliance and enforcement.

3. Outline the immediate and long-term mitigation measures undertaken to address

the pollution.

Present a clear remediation and restoration plan for River Oroba.

Provide assurances on preventive mechanisms to avert future environmental

degradation.

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1.5 BACKGROUND INFORMATION
Mr. Speaker Sir and Hon. Members,

Water is the most vital natural resource, indispensable for the sustenance of life and a
fundamental driver of social and economic development. It underpins public health, food
production, industry, environmental sustainability, and overall human prosperity. Without
reliable access to clean and safe water, communities are exposed to significant health risks
and economic hardship.

The growing demand for water, coupled with the scarcity of safe and potable supplies, has
raised serious concern among residents of Kisumu County. As a result, many households
have increasingly turned to alternative sources of water, including rivers and other flowing
surface waters, to meet their domestic and livelihood needs.

The pollution of such water sources constitutes a grave injustice to affected communities.
It poses serious risks to human health, threatens domestic animals that rely on the same
sources, and disrupts aquatic ecosystems that depend on clean river systems.
Contamination of river waters not only endangers present populations but also
compromises environmental sustainability and the rights of future generations to access
safe and adequate water resources.

Rationale on the inquiries into the pollution of the rivers.

Arising from the above, the statement was committed to the committee on Water,
Environment, Natural Resources and Climate Change pursuant to the standing order No.
41(2)(b) of the Kisumu County Assembly Standing Orders. The aim of the inquiry was to;

1. Whether the company has water treatment infrastructure in place to ensure that no
harmful or untreated industrial waste reaches natural water bodies?

2. Whether the company conduct internal environmental audits or commission any
third-party environmental assessments relating to waste discharge? If so, can those
findings be made public?

3. What specific environmental management measures has KEDA Ceramics undertaken
in response to the confirmed water contamination in the area?

4. What is the company’s response to the allegations that its activities pose a threat to
public health, farming, fishing livelihoods, and the long-standing cultural practices
of the Kabar-Miwani and Kibigori communities?

5. How does the company intend to engage with and compensate affected local
communities whose water access, economic activities and environmental rights have
been compromised by its operations?
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INQUIRY INTO THE MATTER OF POLLUTION OF RIVER OROBA AND NYAKOKO
STREAM.

In the inquiry into the matter of pollution affecting River Oroba and Nyakoko Stream, the
committee scheduled meetings with the following entities in order to gather evidence and
obtain relevant information regarding the alleged environmental degradation:

1. KEDA Kenya Ceramics Company Limited — to provide clarification on its operations,
waste management practices, and any possible discharge that may have impacted
the water bodies.

2. National Environment Management Authority (NEMA) — to present regulatory
records, compliance reports, inspection findings, and any enforcement actions taken
in relation to the matter.

The purpose of these meetings was to establish the facts, assess compliance with
environmental regulations, and determine appropriate recommendations or corrective
measures.

The Committee further wrote to the Department of Water, Environment and Natural
Resources seeking policy guidance on matters relating to the reported environmental
degradation and issues arising from the ongoing inquiry.

Specifically, the Committee requested clarification on the existing policy and regulatory
framework governing water resource protection, environmental conservation, and
pollution control, as well as the roles and responsibilities of the relevant agencies. The
Department was also asked to advise on any mitigation measures, enforcement
mechanisms, and long-term strategies in place to prevent further degradation of River
Oroba and Nyakoko Stream, and to provide recommendations that could inform the
Committee’s findings and final report.

Submission by County director NEMA, Mr. Leonard Ofula.

Mr. Leonard Ofula, County director, NEMA Kisumu County, appeared before the
committee on 28t August, 2025 and submitted that;

KEDA began its operations in Kisumu in 2021. They were issued with the requisite
documents to athourise them work in Kisumu County after they demonstrated compliance.

National Environment-Management Authority (NEMA) has received numerous complaints
from members of the community regarding the pollution of River Oroba and Nyakoko
Stream in the Muhoroni—Koru area.

The reported concerns include the discharge of untreated or inadequately treated effluent
into these water bodies, resulting in water contamination, unpleasant odors, and potential
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risks to public health, aquatic life, and downstream users. Community members have
expressed concern over the deterioration of water quality and its impact on domestic use,
agriculture, and the surrounding ecosystem.

Initially, KEDA Ceramics reportedly denied officers from the National Environment
Management Authority (NEMA) access to its premises during an inspection visit. However,
the officials were later granted entry after further engagement.

Upon inspection, NEMA established that KEDA Ceramics relied on a septic tank system for
the management of domestic wastewater. The septic tank was found to be undersized and
inadequate to handle the volume of waste generated at the facility. As a result, the system
frequently overflowed, leading to the discharge of untreated or partially treated effluent
into nearby water bodies.

KEDA was issued with a waste transportation and disposal permit by the National
Environment Management Authority (NEMA), authorizing the company to transport its
waste for proper treatment and disposal.

Under the terms of this authorization, KEDA was required to convey the waste to the
KIWasco lagoon located in Nyalenda for treatment and safe disposal. The KIWasco lagoon
is managed by Kisumu Water and Sanitation Company (KIWASCO) and is designated for
wastewater treatment in compliance with environmental standards.

The permit was granted subject to strict adherence to NEMA regulations, including proper
documentation of waste transportation, use of licensed waste transporters, and ensuring
that disposal is conducted only at the approved treatment facility. Failure to comply with
these conditions may attract regulatory enforcement measures in line with environmental
laws.

He added that a joint team should visit KEDA and collect sample for test.
Submission by Environment officer Muhoroni sub county.

Muhoroni Sub County environment officer appeared before the committee on 28™h August
and submitted that;

When KEDA commenced its operations in Kisumu, it was reported that the company
discharged industrial effluent directly into nearby water bodies, including River Oroba.

In addition, there were repeated instances in which officials from the County Government
of Kisumu were allegedly denied access to the company’s premises during inspection visits.
Denial of entry to authorized environmental officers hinders oversight and may amount
to non-compliance with statutory requirements governing environmental monitoring and
enforcement.
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These actions raised concerns regarding adherence to environmental standards and
underscored the need for strict compliance with effluent management regulations, routine
inspections, and the implementation of adequate wastewater treatment systems to prevent
further environmental degradation.

OBSERVATIONS.

Regulatory approval and emerging compliance concerns

KEDA Kenya Ceramics Company Limited was lawfully established in 2021 after obtaining
the required approvals from National Environment Management Authority (NEMA).
Despite initial compliance, subsequent operations raised serious environmental concerns,
suggesting a gap between approval conditions and ongoing compliance monitoring.

Persistent community complaints indicate ongoing pollution

NEMA has received numerous complaints from local communities regarding; Water
contamination, foul odors, risks to public health, aquatic ecosystems, and downstream
users. This indicates that the pollution problem is not isolated but sustained and
widespread, affecting livelihoods and ecosystem integrity.

Evidence of inadequate wastewater management

Inspection findings revealed that: KEDA relied on a septic tank system that was undersized
and inadequate. The system frequently overflowed, resulting in discharge of untreated or
partially treated effluent into River Oroba and Nyakoko Stream. This demonstrates poor
infrastructure planning and failure to match waste systems with production capacity.

Obstruction of Regulatory oversight

Both NEMA and County officials reported instances where KEDA initially denied access to
inspectors. This behavior undermines regulatory enforcement and suggests possible non-
transparency or concealment of non-compliance.

Environmental and Public Health Risk
The discharge of untreated or poorly treated effluent poses risks, contamination of water

used for domestic and agricultural purposes, ecosystem degradation, biodiversity loss, and
cumulative pollution effects.

Overall Observation

The submissions collectively point to a situation where initial regulatory compliance by
KEDA has been undermined by operational failures, weak waste management systems, and
possible non-compliance with environmental standards, compounded by enforcement and
coordination challenges among oversight agencies.

RECOMMENDATIONS

Water samples
and independent tests conducted by environmental experts at Oroba River Bridge near Miwani
Station and along the Nyakoko Stream have confirmed the presence of contamination
orgimating from the company’s operations. The effluent, described as a cloudy white
discharge, is believed to pose an immediate and long-lerm threat to public health, food security.
water safety, the livelihoods of farmers and fishermen, and the community’s cultural and

traditional practices that are intertwined with these vital water bodies.

The Oroba River and Nyakoko Stream have served as essential resources for the Kabar-Miwani
and downstream communities since the 18th century. The Constitution of Kenya guarantees
every citizen the right to a clean and healthy environment under Article 42, a right further
affirmed in Section 3 of the Environmental Management and Coordination Act (EMCA).

Additionally, Regulation 4 of the Water Quality Regulations, 2006, strictly prohibits the




discharge of untreated effluent into aquatic ecosystems, while Regulation 9 sets specific

effluent discharge standards, which appear to have been violated in this case.

During the routine environmental inspection at KEDA Ceramics, ‘Environment
Inspectors from the Authority observed that waste water for the septic tank was
overflowing into an adjacent plot thereby causing pollution of land, water and a
pctential public health hazard. The inspectors served the facility with an
improvement order stopping any further discharge of untreated effluent from the
factory and to construct effluent treatment plant for all domestic liquid waste in the

year 2023.
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The company constructed Anaerobic Baffle Reacter (ABR) with a designi capacity
of 20,000m3 daily water flow (DWF) in the year 2024. The company applied for
effluent discharge license on 10‘1.1 Eebruary, 2025 with a r_eference number
NEMA/WQ/EDR/6283 for domestic liquid waste (waste from the bathrooms,
kitchen and general cleaning).

RESPONSE TO INQUIRY ON POLLUTION OF OROBA RIVER BY
KEDA CERAMICS

It is worth noting that effluent discharge is a function that is not entirely a devolved function.
Under the EMCA 1999, it is a mandate of National Environment Management Authority (NEMA)
and Water Resources Authority (WRA). However, the County Government of Kisumu,
Department of Water, Environment, Climate Change and Natural Resources is the first contact
point of reporting and surveillance particularly at the Sub-County level.

The following responses (especially those that require compliance) have therefore been obtained
through assistance from NEMA. The responses are as follows:

1. In regard to Weather the company has waste water treatment infrastructure in place to
ensure that no harmful or untreated industrial waste reaches natural water bodies.

Yes, the company has put in place the necessary infrastructure, which was inspected by NEMA.
The company has tanks where to waste water is contained awaiting transportation for discharge in
the KWASCO lagoon. (License to transport waste attached)

2. As regards to: Weather the company conduct internal environmental audits or
commission any third-party assessments relating to waste discharge. If so can those findings
be made public

Yes, the company had an internal audit conducted on 25" March 2025 (Audit acknowledgement
from NEMA attached.
