CHAPTER TWO

2.0 REVIEW OF THE KISUMU COUNTY FINANCE BILL, 2025 (KISUMU COUNTY
BILL NO. 3 OF 2025)

2.1 INTRODUCTION

1. A County Finance Bill is an annual legislative instrument designed primarily to enable own
source revenue collection by the County Government. It is rooted in the framework established
in the annual County Fiscal Strategy Paper and the Budget Estimates. The Bill outlines key
revenue-raising measures for funding of the County Government expenditure initiatives outlined
in the Approved Budget for Financial FY 2025/2026. Through this legislative process, the
County Government aims to ensure fiscal discipline, transparency, and accountability in the
management of public finances.

2. The Kisumu County Finance Bill, 2025 has been presented to the County Assembly pursuant
to the provisions of Section 132 (2) of the Public Finance Management Act, 2012 and the Kisumu
County Assembly Standing Order No. 227.

3. The objective of the bill is to allow the County impose or vary various taxes, licenses, fees and
charges that are payable to Kisumu County Government. The specific taxes are set out in the
Schedules of the Bill and are valued in (Kshs). The proposed streams of revenue collection are
intended to enhance revenues payable to the County Government so as to ensure better service
delivery and also to enable the County Government to perform the functions bestowed on it in
the Fourth Schedule of the Constitution of Kenya;

2.2 ASSESSMENT OF THE EXTENT OF COMPLIANCE TO THE LEGAL
FRAMEWORK UNDERPINNING THE PREPARATION AND PROCESSING OF THE
COUNTY FINANCE BILL, 2025

4. The Committee has reviewed and examined the extent to which the County Treasury
complied with the various relevant Legal Frameworks and Statutes guiding and regulating
the preparation, submission and processing of the Finance Bill. Our findings however, reveals
that the treasury has fulfilled most of the requirements.

5 The specific legal provisions relied upon includes;

a. Article 209 (3) and 210 of the Constitution of Kenya, 2010 ;-(Makes provisions for the category
of taxes, rates and charges that may be imposed by a County Government and permission of

waivers)
b. Section 107 (g), 132 and 133 of the Public Finance Management Act, 2012.

c¢. Standing Orders No. 123, 226 & 227 of the Kisumu County Assembly Standing Orders.
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2.3 OVERVIEW OF THE BILL

6. Mr. Speaker Sir and Hon. Members, this Finance Bill, 2025 is structured into has five parts
and sixteen (16) clauses as follows;

a)
b)

Part I — provides for preliminary provisions

Part II — provides for the power to charge license fees, rent and cess. This part further
provides for powers to the CEC Finance to amend any of the Schedules through an Order
published in a Gazette.

Part III - provides for payments to be made to the County through authorized channels.
[t requires receipts to be issued to all payments made to the County and provides for
offence for any person that contravenes the provisions of this Act. It also provides for
appointment of agencies for the assistance in revenue collection and recovery and duties
of the agents.

Part IV — provides for general penalties for failure to comply with any provisions of this
Act. It also provides for offences by the staff of the County including penalties for the
offence. This provides recourse if a person is aggrieved by non-performance of the
County officers.

Part V — provides for savings of any of the fees, charges, permits, rents or cess that is
currently being charged by the County until such fees, charges, permits, rent or cess is
repealed or a law is enacted to provide for saving of direction, resolution or authorization
that were issued by Municipal Councils, Town Councils and County Councils that were
in the County, relating to financial management to ensure the financial base of the
County is not affected by the enactment of this law. It further provides for the CECM
responsible for Finance to make regulations for the better carrying out of the purposes
and provisions of this Act.

7. Mr. Speaker Sir, through our critical examination and interrogation of the schedules in the
Finance Bill, the Committee established the following categories of variations;

Proposes some new taxes, licenses, fees and charges.

Proposed increment on certain taxes, licenses, fees and charges.

Proposed reduction of certain taxes, licenses, fees and charges.

Proposes deletion/removal of some taxes, licenses, fees and charges

Omission - Mainly Charges under Public Health, Landscape Architectural Fees,
Vocational Training Centers e.t.c.

2.4. COUNTY FISCAL FRAMEWORK FOR THE FY 2025/2026

8. Mr.

Speaker Sir and Hon. Members, Section 107 (g) of the Public Finance Management

Act, 2012 mandates the County Treasury to enforce fiscal responsibility principles by giving
realistic Own Source Revenues forecast with respect to prevailing tax rates and tax bases and
taking into account any tax reforms that may be made in the future.
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9. The table below, highlights the County OSR trend for the last three Financial Years;

COMMITTEE OBSERVATION

10. Based on this past OSR trends, the County Treasury has continuously over-projected OSR
collection causing revenue shortfalls creating budget holes/expenditure deficits. This is
demonstrated by the growing County pending bills & roll overs.

11. To address this fiscal imbalance, the County Treasury must fully implement the raft of
strategic interventions we’ve previously recommended including Public Campaigns/awareness
on tax payment, expanding tax base, strengthening enforcement and compliance and
formulations of the County based revenue laws such as the County Valuation for Rating Act,
County Trade License Bill, Market Management Bill, County Tariff Policy and Social
Protection Bill

12. Through this Finance Bill, 2025, the County Treasury endeavors to collect the approved
OSR projected of Kshs. 3,632,494,226 in the FY 2025/2026 Budget Estimates.

2.5 PUBLIC PARTICIPATION AND STAKEHOLDER ENGAGEMENT ON THE BILL

1. Legal Framework on Public Participation
13. Article 196 (1) (b) and 201 (a) of the Constitution of Kenya, 2010 provides that:

A County Assembly shall facilitate public participation and involvement in the legislative and other
business of Assembly and its Committees, including openness and accountability in financial matters.

14. Provisions of Regulation No. 6 of PFM regulations, 2015;

The public shall be provided with full access to financial information in a timely manner for purposes of
seeking public input.

15. The Kisumu County Assembly Standing Order No. 123 (2) stipulates;

The Commattee to which a bill is committed shall facilitate public participation on the bill through an
appropriate mechanism.

2. STAKEHOLDER ENGAGEMENT

16. In compliance to the above legal provisions, the Committee sought views of the public
on the Finance Bill, 2025, through public participation exercises conducted across the
eight (8) sub-counties of Kisumu County on 30" & 31* October, 2025. Members of
the public were properly notified and invited to attend the public participation vide an
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advert (Annex II) circulated through the Star and Standard Newspaper on 9" & 24«
October, 2025.

17. Members of the Public honored and turned up for this exercise across all the sub-counties;

18. During the hearings, members of the public through oral presentations raised very pertinent
issues highlighting specific concerns and suggestions for amendments.

19. Informed by these submissions, the Committee has proposed several amendments through
its recommendations to this House for consideration. We have attached the compiled oral
submissions from each sub-county under (Annex III) of this report.

2.6 CONSULTATIVE ENGAGEMNET WITH RELEVANT DEPARTMENGTS

1. MEETING WITH THE SECTORS/DEPARTMENTS

20. Hon. Speaker Sir, the Committee held consultative meetings with the respective County
Sectors/Departments on the 14 & 24 October, 2025 at the County Assembly Boardroom
in Mega Plazza. The objective of the Consultative Engagements was to critically discuss and
seek justification on the proposed variations to the Departmental Taxes, Fees, Charges and
Rates, extent of compliance with the law and pronouncement of revenue mobilization strategies
to attain the OSR Target.

21. The feedback received from these interactions, brought forth pertinent issues which has
largely impacted our proposed adjustments to the bill and the policy reforms that we have
recommended in this report. A detailed report on these consultative engagements are presented
in (Annex IV) of this report.

2.7 MEETING WITH CECM. FINANCE, ECONOMIC PLANNING AND ICT,
RELEVANT SECTORS, CITY OF KISUMU AND THE KISUMU COUNTY REVENUE
BOARD

22. The provisions of Section 182 (4) of the PFM Act, 2012 and Standing Orders No. 227 (2)
(f) & (4) stipulates that;

A report made by the relevant Committee or adopted by the County Assembly on revenue matters shall
take into account the recommendations of the CECM. Finance, Economic Planning and ICT.

23. Mr. Speaker Sir and Hon. Members, in adherence to law, the Committee held joint
consultative engagements with the County Treasury, County Revenue Board, city of Kisumu
and relevant sectors from 6% to 9™ November, 2025 in Nairobi.

24. This multi-stakeholder engagement majorly focused the following thematic areas;

I Consideration of Public/Stakeholder Submissions on the proposed Kisumu County
Finance Bill, 2025.
II.  Consensus building on emerging concerns from Sectoral engagements on the Finance
Bill, 2025.
III.  Pronouncement of the Revenue Raising Measures/reforms for achievement of the OSR
target.
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IV.  Compliance issues and alignment of the proposed charges to existing laws and National
Policies/Obligations.

V. Review of OSR performance for the 15t Quarter and its extrapolation to annual
performance.

27. PROPOSED STRUCTURAL REFORMS AND INTERVENTIONS BY THE
COUNTY TREASURY TOWARDS ATTAINING THE KSHS. 3.6 BILION OSR
TARGET

1. Land Rates

Updating the valuation roll, continuous public sensitization of stakeholders for early payment
of rates. Taxpayer data clean-up has been planned to be completed by end of December 2025 to
help in revenue enhancement.

2. Trade license fees

Introduction of Unified Business Permit and 100% automation of SBP/ Trade license revenue
collection. Stricter Compliance checks and onboarding of mapping businesses across the county
in IRMS.

3. Rents

Mapping and valuation of all county houses to establish current ownership and rate.
Engagement with the Dept of Lands (Housing) to review all existing contracts and sign new
contracts where there is none. Enforcing compliance

4. Building Dev. Plans

End to end Automation in RMS including E-Construction module which is nearly complete.
Compliance checks being coordinated between KCRB and Lands Dept.

5. Sign Board promotion

Mapping of all ODA sites completed. Review of costings done in the current Finance Bill so as
to make Kisumu competitive.

6. Market Fees

Mapping of all markets in the county and converting some markets into Structured revenue
and collection enforcement through RMS. The Department of Trade is equally developing the
Market Management Bill to offer framework for market management.

7. Parking Fees

Regular surveillance of Enforcement compliance in IRMS that will help in identifying
noncompliance. Introduction of E-parking in the designated areas for ease of maximizing
revenue collections.

8. Bus Park Fees

Opening of new bus park at Mowlem and enhanced sensitization to convert most tax payers to
do payment every entry to improve collections
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CHAPTER THREE

3.0 COMMITTEE OBSERVATIONS, FINDINGS AND RECOMMENDATIONS
3.1 PROPOSED AMENDMENTS TO THE BILL
25. Mr. Speaker Sir and Hon. Members,

Resulting from these extensive consultations, the Committee proposes the following
amendments to the bill:

SCHEDULE FEES AND CHARGES
AMENDMENTS TO THE DEPARTMENTAL FEES, RATES AND CHARGES

L. EDUCATION, TECHNICAL TRAINING, INNOVATION AND SOCIAL SERVICES

a. The bill be amended by incorporating charges outlined in the 1* schedule of this report
under; Vocational Training Centre (code 2, pg 8), hire of other Community Halls (Code
3, Pg. 8) and Library Services (Code 6, Pg. 8).

b. The bill be amended by deleting charges listed for Hire of the field for Training & Hire
of the field for Matches under Vocational Training Centres (Code 2, Pg. 8)

c. The bill be amended by deleting entirely Charges provided under) - Non-income
generating activities — Sports, Music festival (code 4, Pg. 9), Hire of Community Hall in
sub — county (Code 7, Pg. 10) and Events and Concerts on (Code 9, Pg. 10).

d. The bill be amended by deleting charges under Community development (Code 8, Pg.
10) since the services levied are offered by the National Government

MEDICAL SERVICES, PUBLIC HEALTH AND SANITATION

II. KISUMU COUNTY REFERAL HOSPITAL

Ambulance Services

That, the bill be amended by realigning charges for all ambulatory services under (code 1 - 5,
Pg. 10) to SHA rates of Kshs. 75 per Km.

The Bill be further amended by including Public Health related charges as outlined under the
2" Schedule of this report.

III. LANDS, PHYSICAL PLANNING, HOUSING & URBAN DEVELOPMENT

a. The bill be amended by inserting charges for annual ground rent commercial per m2 at Kshs.
2,000/1,500 m2 under (code 235 Pg. 93)

b. New stream
The bill be amended by introducing new (code 211 — B, Pg. 90) to give provisions for charges

on Landscape Architectural Fees as outlined in the 8 schedule of this report.

IV. INFRASTRUCTURE, ENERGY AND PUBLIC WORKS

The bill be amended by deleting charges for hiring of machinery & equipment provided
under (Code 237, Pg. 93) listed from (a to k). This is adherence to the County Transport Act,
2020 which vacated hiring of Machinery and Equipment and to enhance realization of the
objective of Machine Based Program.

V. TRADE, TOURISM, INDUSTRY AND MARKETING

The bill be amended by deleting charges provided on Code 317 & 318 on Pg. 110 being wrongly
captured under the Department of Trade and Tourism and therefore be correctly posted under
the Department of Sports, Culture, Gender and Youth affairs.

V1. AGRICULTURE, FISHERIES, IRRIGATION AND LIVESTOCK DEVELOPMENT

New Item

The bill be amended by inserting a new revenue stream under (code 351, Pg. 114) immediately
after the charges for agricultural cess to give provision for charges for Rice Mill at NIA of Kshs.
2,000 per ton of milled rice.
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3.2 RECOMMENDATIONS

Upon comprehensive review of the Kisumu County Finance Bill, 2025, the Committee makes the
following structural recommendations;

1. The CECM. Finance, Economic Planning & ICT in collaboration with the CECM. for Public
Service Administration to strengthen enforcement mechanism and investigate the issuance of
illegal development approval plans/permits, as well as irregular constructions on un authorized
zones. Appropriate legal action be taken against individuals found culpable. Consequently, a
progress report on the matter be submitted to the Assembly within one month of approval of this
report.

2. The County Assembly in collaboration with the relevant County Departments to initiate
formulation of key county specific legislations including the Market Management Act, Kisumu
County Valuation and Property Rates Act, County Trade License Act and the Social Protection
Act to establish a robust framework for revenue administration.

3. Separation of Roles

% The County Treasury to assign the County Revenue Board responsibility over the
revenue functions under the City of Kisumu which includes; Issuance of Trade License,
Outdoor advertisement, Planning and development approvals and Land Rates to enhance
administration efficiency and revenue performance.

% That, the County Executive Committee to designate the Department of Lands, Housing,
Physical Planning and Urban Development with responsibility for management of all
County institutional houses including rental administration and collection. The transfer
of this functions be concluded within one month of adoption of this report.

4. Alignment of Revenue Administration and Management

The Finance Bill be revised to ensure that all revenue streams are aligned to their respective
Departments to promote efficiency, accountability and oversight in revenue administration

5. Addressing Double Taxation

The County Revenue Board to develop a standardized model fees and charges to eliminate
instances of double taxation especially affecting bar/club owners in compliance with the
existing Court ruling/directive.

6. Promoting Emergency Response and Expanding Revenue Base

The Department of Medical Services, Public Health and Sanitation to Introduce mobile
ambulance services to enhance emergency response in rural and dispersed areas.

7. The CECM. Finance, Economic Planning and ICT in consultation with the County Secretary
& County Public Service Board to organize a comprehensive vetting of the County Revenue
Officers and retain the qualified and competent officers. Consequently, revenue officers be
deployed to the respective Departments assigned revenue responsibility to build synergy in
revenue mobilization, collection and administration.
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8. That the County Assembly and the County Executive Committee, to collaborate and establish
a Joint Technical Committee to inquire into the challenges bedeviling Own Source Revenue
performance and the bottlenecks in rental collection and payment for County institutional
houses to identifying systemic weaknesses and recommend practical measures to enhance

revenue generation.
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3.3 CONCLUSION

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PREAMBLE

Following the submission of the Proposed Kisumu County Finance Bill, 2025 to the County Assembly on
Thursday, 25" September 2025, and its subsequent tabling before the House for consideration, the Bill was
deemed to have been committed to the Budget and Appropriations Committee for review in line with its
mandate.

In fulfillment of this directive, the Budget and Appropriations Committee undertook public participation on
the Proposed Kisumu County Finance Bill, 2025.

To facilitate this process, the Committee conducted public participation forums across all the eight (8) sub-
counties of Kisumu County on 80" and 81* October 2025. These forums provided an opportunity for
members of the public to scrutinize, verify, and provide feedback on the proposed fees, charges, and rates
contained in the Finance Bill, 2025.

Presented below are the consolidated reports of the public participation forums, summarizing the views and
recommendations gathered during the consideration of the Proposed Kisumu County Finance Bill, 2025.

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PUBLIC PARTICIPATION REPORT FOR KISUMU CENTRAL CONSTITUENCY HELD ON
31ST OCTOBER 2025 AT MAMA GRACE SOCIAL HALL

MIN 1: OPENING OF THE MEETING AND INTRODUCTIONS

The team leader called the meeting to order, welcomed everyone to the meeting, and a prayer was said by one
of the members of the public. Introductions were done, and the meeting proceeded.

MIN 2: PRESENTATION OF THE PROPOSED KISUMU COUNTY FINANCE BILL, 2025

The team leader presented the proposed Kisumu County Finance Bill, 2025, to the members of the public, and
the following recommendations were given.

CONCERNS
Sector 2: MEDICAL SERVICES, PUBLIC HEALTH AND SANITATION

e Ambulance transport for more than 250 Kms: the proposed amount under Kisumu City FY 2025/2026 to
be reduced to 20,000.

e Ambulance transport between 100 to a maximum of 200 Kms: the proposed amount under Kisumu City
FY 2025/2026 to be reduced to 10,000.

e Ambulance transport up to a maximum of 100 Kms: the proposed amount under Kisumu City FY
2025/2026 to be reduced to 8,000.

e Daily bed charge for medical wards under Kisumu City FY 2025/2026 to be retained at 700.

e Under Public Health No. 28, section on Beauty Shops per annum, members proposed that the amount be
reduced from 6,000 to 8,000, and they suggested that any increment should not be more than 100 and be
retained for both the city and sub-counties.

Sector 3: WATER, ENVIRONMENT, CLIMATE CHANGE AND NATURAL RESOURCES

e Under Borehole drilling 8” Dia per meter (7 days), casting and drilling inclusive, members proposed that
under Kisumu City FY 2025/2026 the amount should be retained at 6,300.

e Under Environmental Management No. 156 and 157, members suggested that these charges should be
scrapped off.

Sector 4: LANDS, PHYSICAL PLANNING, HOUSING AND URBAN DEVELOPMENT
e Under Geographical Information System (GIS), members suggested that access to GIS datasets (e.g., land
use, roads, contours, parcels) per shapefile/layer (digital) should be reduced from 5,500 to 2,500.

e Under Valuation Objection Forms, members suggested that the charges should be removed entirely.

Sector 5: INFRASTRUCTURE, ENERGY AND PUBLIC WORKS
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Under Transport, members suggested that enforcement should be done on matatus that park in
undesignated areas.

Sector 6: TRADE, TOURISM, INDUSTRY AND MARKETING

Under Toilets Lease per Ablution Block per month at Kibuye Market, members suggested that the amount
should be retained at 80,000, and if the reduction will not benefit them, then it should Just remain at that
amount.

Sector 7: SPORTS, CULTURE, GENDER AND YOUTH AFFAIRS

Under Jomo Kenyatta International Stadium, members suggested that under Training per Session, the
amount should be reduced from 2,000 to 1,000.

Sector 9: PUBLIC SERVICE, COUNTY ADMINISTRATION AND PARTICIPATORY
DEVELOPMENT - OFFICE OF THE GOVERNOR

Under Hypermarket; 1-100 employees, premises over 3,001 square feet, members suggested that the
amount should be reduced from 200,000 to 160,000 for both Kisumu City and other sub-counties.

Under Trade License, Application Fee for Trade License (NEW), members suggested that the amount
should be reduced from 600 to 200 for both Kisumu City and other sub-counties.

A public participation forum was convened to review and discuss the proposed Kisumu County Finance Bill
2025. The community provided input, particularly on fees and charges relating to public health, while
endorsing other charges proposed in the bill. This report summarizes the public’s recommendations on
amendments to public health fees.

Conclusion

recommended in the public health sector to ensure fairness, consistency, and alignment between Kisumu
City and other sub-counties.

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Following the submission of the Proposed Kisumu County Finance Bill, 2025, to the County Assembly on
Thursday, 25th September 2025, and its subsequent tabling before the House for consideration, the Bill was
deemed to have been committed to the Budget and Appropriations Committee for review, in accordance with
its mandate.

Pursuant to the provisions of the Public Finance Management Act, 2012, section 132, and in preparation for
the enactment of the Finance Bill, 2025, the Committee on Budget and Appropriation convened meetings with
various County Departments to review their proposed revenue streams, fees, and charges. The objective of
these meetings was to scrutinize departmental proposals, ensure alignment with the County’s fiscal policy,
safeguard public interest, and provide recommendations for inclusion in the Finance Bill, 2025. The
Committee also aimed to identify practical mechanisms for revenue enhancement, proper reporting, and
accountability, while considering the affordability of services for County residents.

To facilitate this process, the Committee scheduled meetings with all County Departments on 14" and 23
October 2025. These engagements provided an opportunity for departments to discuss and review their
proposed sector charges and fees. They also allowed Members to deliberate on the rationale behind proposed
adjustments, assess their feasibility, and ensure alignment with service delivery, affordability, and revenue
enhancement objectives.

Presented below are the consolidated sector engagement reports from all County Departments, summarizing
their deliberations, considerations, and recommendations on the Proposed Kisumu County Finance Bill, 2025.

The department’s revenue streams are derived from Kisumu County Referral Hospital (KCRH), other
health facilities, public health services, and health centers.

Proposed adjustments in the Finance Bill, 2025, for the health department include revising service
fees, guided by Social Health Authority (SHA) and Social Health Insurance Fund (SHIF) traffic data.
The department is committed to achieving its own-source revenue targets for FY 2025/2026.

Committee Findings

The department has proposed a shift from per-kilometer to cluster-based ambulance charges.

There is a potential burden on cash-paying clients, as the charges and fees based on SHA & SHIF data
tariffs are slightly higher for those paying in cash.

There is overreliance on SHA data for fee adjustments.

Committee Recommendations

Maintain ambulance charges on a per-kilometer basis.

Revise the fee structure in the Finance Bill, 2025, to differentiate between cash-paying and insurance-
paying clients.

Schedule a dedicated session for a detailed line-by-line review of health-related charges (spanning
pages 10—66 of the Finance Bill).
