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COMMUNICATION FROM THE CHAIR

The Speaker of the Assembly (Hon. Oraro), on Tuesday 2" June 2020 during the plenary session gave a communication
from the Chair directing members to inform their colleagues who were not in the House due to the social distance rule,
that the Zoom Link can be accessed using the same password and the same user ID.

The second communication was about a Memorandum that the Speaker received from the Governor of Kisumu County
on the Second Kisumu County Supplementary Estimates FY 2019/2020. This memorandum is for the additional funding
of Kshs 159,820,000 that is for the COVID-19 Emergency Fund for the County from the National Government and
it states;

The COVID-19 pandemic has led to several adjustments in the Fiscal Plans of both the National and
County Governments. The Government of the Republic of Kenva has wisely enacted a legislation to
set aside requisite funds for the appropriate response of the effects of this pandemic. Basing on this
and other responds and further to the County Executive Committee Member for Finance and Economic
Planning letter reference KC/FIN/CASSEMBLY/Vol. III/59 dated 30th April, 2020 which forwarded the
Proposed Second Kisumu County Supplementary Estimates FY 2019/2020. I hereby invoke the powers
conferred on my office by the Constitution of Kenya 2010 and the Public Finance Management Act of
2012 to advice your good office to effect changes in the Proposed Second Kisumu County Supplementary
Estimates FY 2019/2020 as follows;

a)ln the Department of Finance and Economic Planning under the Accounting Services Programme at the
Budget line Code 2640201,
that is Emergency Relief /Medicine and other Materials adjust the Budget line upwards by Kshs 159,820, ()0()
fects
i) Appropriations Bill by the increase of the Expenditure Finance and Economic Planning to Kshs
1,643,512,109.00 and increase the total Budget Appropriations for FY 2019/2020 to Kshs
12,215,958,368.00;
ii) Resource Envelop to introduce a Budget line under Grants named, COVID-19 Response Grant Fund and
factor in Kshs 159,820,000 under the FY 2019/2020 Budget Estimates;
iii) Unjust the total Share of National Revenue upwards to Kshs 10,777,479, 764.00 under the Budget Estimates
of FY 2019/2020 respectively.
iv) Adjust the total of the Resource Envelop under the Budget Estimates of FY 2019/2020 to Kshs 12,215, 9‘)'8
368.00 to balance off the Second Kisumu County Supplementary Estimates FY 2019/2020;

The Speaker of the County Assembly therefore directed that this Memorandum be committed to the Committee of Budget
and Appropriations to work on it immediately in line with the relevant statues of the Public Finance Management Act 2012,

the County Government Act of 2012 read together with the County Assembly Standing Orders on the Memorandum from
the Governor on Bills that are sent for enactment.

Third communication from the Chair informed the Members about a letter from the office of the Chief Whip, which he
received on Tuesday, 02nd June, 2020 and the subject was, CHANGES TO VARIOUS HOUSE COMMITTEE
MEMBERSHIP. It read;

Kindly take note of the following changes in the House Leadership that were effected by the Majority Party ODM as follows;
a)Hon. Rashid Miruka, MCA, North Nyakach has been whipped from the Standing Committee of Labour, Welfare and
Social Services to the Standing Committee of Roads, Transport and Public Works;

b)Hon. Beatrice Odongo, has been whipped from the Committee of Labour, Welfare and Social Services to the Standing
Committee of Roads, Transport and Public Works;

c)Hon. Julius Genga, MCA, Muhoroni/Koru, has been whipped from the Committee of Culture, Children, Sports and
Community Services to the Select Committee of Procedure and Rules;

d)Hon. Kennedy Ooko, MCA, Ahero, has been whipped from the Select Committee of Procedure and Rules to the Standing
Committee of Culture, Children, Sports and Community Services;

e)Hon. Julius Genga, MCA, Muhoroni/Koru is recommended for the position of Chairperson of Standing Committee of
Labour, Welfare and Social Services;

f)Hon. Maurice Ngeta, MCA, Awasi/Onjiko is recommended for the position of Chairperson, Standing Committee of
Culture, Children, Sports and Community Services;

g)Hon. Kennedy Ooko, MCA, Ahero, is recommended for the position of Vice-chairperson of Standing Committee Water,
Environment and Natural Resources;

The Speaker, after going through the letter in depth and as per the provisions of Kisumu County Assembly Standing Orders,
found out that it is the prerogative of the Party, the Majority Party in this case to institute realignments in the House
Committees as appropriate.

He directed that the changes proposed and the recommendations made thereof need to be formalized by the said House
Committees meeting and ratifying the resolutions. These are the House Committees of;

1)Labour, Welfare and Social Services;

i1)Culture, Children, Sports and Community Services;
ii1)Procedure and Rules;

iv)Water, Environment and Natural Resources;

Through his discretion, the Speaker of the Assembly allowed the above Committees to meet and report back on the
outcome of their elections by Wednesday, 10th June, 2020. Moreover, he agreed with the proposed changes in the
Committee of Procedure and Rules notwithstanding the Kisumu County Assembly Standing Orders stating that the
Committee should be chaired by the Speaker.

The Speaker also directed that, Hon. Julius Genga and Hon. Kennedy Ooko move to the respective Committees they have
been recommended for and finally, that the House Business Committee plan for the swearing in to enable them take the
responsibilities in those Committees.

REPORT FROM THE BUDGET AND APPROPRIATIONS COMMITTEE ON THE MEMORANDUM BY
H.E. THE GOVERNOR, KISUMU COUNTY FOR ADDITIONAL FUNDING OF KSHS. 159,820,000.00
FOR COVID-19 RESPONSE TO THE COUNTY COVID-19 EMERGENCY FUNDS.

The Leader of Majority (Hon. Onyango) presented a report on behalf of the Chairperson of Budget and
Appropriations Committee, Hon. Steve Owiti concerning a Memorandum from the Office of the Governor,
Kisumu County for additional funding of Kshs. 159,820,000.00 for covid-19 response towards the County
Covid-19 Emergency Funds. This was necessitated by the additional funding of Kshs. 159,820,000 that the
County Government did receive from the National Government. He reminded the members that about a week
ago the Assembly passed the Second Supplementary Budget and in this Second Supplementary Budget, some
moneys were appropriated for the purposes of cushioning the County against the COVID-19 pandemic hence
there was no need of doing a Third Supplementary Budget.

“It was therefore prudent that other than having a Third
Supplementary Budget, bearing in mind that the budget

cycle for the Financial Year 2020/2021s already underway,

it became prudent that a memorandum (s brought to the
Assembly that is going to amend the Second Supplementary
Budget. So that further funds are appropriated for purposes

of cushioning us against COVID 1.9”

The County Assembly unanimously agreed to amend the Second Supplimentary Appropriations Bill as follows;

i. In the Appropriations Bill there is going to be an increase in the recurrent expenditure in Finance and
Economic Planning to Kshs. 1,643,512,109. It is going to increase the total Budget Appropriations to
Kshs. 12,215,958,368.

ii. On resource envelope, it is going to reduce a line under grants name COVID 19 Response Grant. This
is where Kshs. 159,820,000 that has been disbursed by the National Government is going to be domiciled.

iii. There is an adjustment of total share of National Revenue is going to increase to Kshs. 10,777,479,764
for the FY 2019/2020.

iv.There is also go to be an adjustment of total resource envelope under 2019/2020 budget to Kshs.
12,215,958,368 and that will ultimately balance off the Supplementary Budget.




The Chairperson of the Public Investments and Accounts Committee (PIC/PAC), Hon Maureen Otiang' presented to the
House the report on the Public Investments and Accounts Committee findings and recommendations of submissions and
responses on the Auditor General's Report on Kisumu Water and Sanitation Company Limited for the Year Ended 30"
June, 2016, pursuant to the provisions of Standing Order No. 188.

The committee made 3 major recommendations;

1.The failure of the company to adhere to the requirements of the Public Finance Management Act to submit the books
of accounts for auditing for five consecutive financial years, the company breached the law and this might have resulted
to misappropriations of public funds.
2.The denial of the KIWASCO in their submissions to the committee that they only provide chemicals and technical
support to the two water companies was misleading and the investigating authorities (The office of the Director of
Criminal Investigation and the Ethics and Anti-Corruption Commission) should take up the matter and dig deep on the
misappropriations of the public resources that is being propagated at the Company.
3. The Committee wishes to recommend that Nyanas and Gulf Water Companies be amalgamated with the KIWASCO to
form one company and such move should be legally undertaken. This will not only ensure that the residents of Kisumu
County has an access to clean and sufficient water but also promote prudence in use of public resources.
