1.1 Background Information

The 4th Edition of CASA sports themed “Inculcating integration and social
interactions through sports and diverse cultures”. Hosted by Nakuru County
on the 19th of August 2023, to 27th brought together the County legislatures and

members of staff for an eventful sports bonanza that leveraged on cohesion and co-
existence.

During the plenary session on Tuesday 29th August, 2023 (Order paper No 98) a
communication was made on the matter of the management of the concluded 2023
CASA games and pursuant to standing orders No 193 (5)(g), committed the committee
on Sports, Culture, Gender and Youth Affairs to make an inquiry and report on the
management and administration of the CASA games within the County Assembly and
the modalities that may improve the County Assembly performances in the CASA
games.

Upon committal of the report on CASA games, 2023, the Committee on Sports, Culture,
Gender and Youth Affairs vide MIN No 06/CAK/SCGYA/30/08/2023 invited the team
captains and the procurement team through the Clerk of the Assembly to submit
comments, reviews and propose recommendations on the performances engagements,
challenges and modalities of improvement for future CASA Games.

The committee held a total of 4 meetings to consider the report and pronouncements
prevailed by the participants through their team captains and general observations. All
members while supporting leveraged cohesion and coexistence in principle; proposed
amendments and recommendations on the procedural practices of the Assemblies CASA
Games.

The committee finds this report to be the right step towards streamlining the handling
and occurrence of the succeeding CASA Games. The report provides for the
engagements, performances, challenges and modalities of improvement for the just
concluded CASA Games to provide for the advancement of administration and
participation of the CASA Games henceforth.

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4.0 INTRODUCTION
Hon. Speaker

The County Assemblies Sports Association (CASA) is a multisport event that brings
together County Assemblies of Kenya to commemorate their distinctive place in the
nation through Sports and Cultural activities. The fourth Edition of the CASA Sports
themed “Inculcating integration and social interactions through sports and diverse
cultures” was hosted by Nakuru County on the 19th of August 2023 to 27th August, 2023.
This event brought together County Legislatives and members of staff for an eventful
bonanza that leveraged on cohesion and co-existence.

Preliminary to this event a flag off Ceremony that saw all the Members of the Assembly,
Staff and delegated guests, took place on the 18th August, 2023 and was presided over by
the Deputy Clerk. The Clerk in his remarks commended able participants in various
disciplines and validated their commitment towards the CASA Games. Thereafter the
Hon Speaker who oversaw the flagging off in his remarks mentioned the
accomplishments for the past games in setting new standards and the deepened
integration of various skills within the assembly. Additionally, the need to keep abreast
in pursuing objectives in reassuring the tranquility of the entire County Assembly.

On the 215t of August 2023 all County Assembly’s legislators and staff had a procession
from the Nakuru County Assembly Grounds to the Nakuru ASK Grounds for the
opening ceremony. This Ceremony programmed entertainment, remarks from delegated
guests and opening games in football, Netball and volleyball. Thereafter the Assembly
participated in various disciplines to compete with other County Assemblies under the
CASA category, this included; Football, Volleyball, Netball, Choir, Athletics, Draughts,
Table Tennis, Darts, Tug of war, Chess, Scrabble among others.

4.1 Performance by the County Assembly of Kisumu teams and their various
setbacks

Hon. Speaker

The County Assembly of Kisumu faced off with other CASA affiliated teams within the
already organized pools in different venues within Kabarak University and that of The
Nakuru ASK grounds. The teams’ enthusiasm spurred the participants to perform

exemplary well. Trophies were awarded while individual participants were highly
ranked.

4.1.1 Soccer team

The football team from the Assembly comprised of men drawn from both members of
staff and members of the Assembly. The team played as per their pools and fixtures and
valiantly gave it their all. The team won against Taita Taveta 4-2 in their opening match.
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Proceeded to winning against Elgeyo Marakwet 3-1 and Meru 1-0. The team made it to
the quarter finals whereby they lost to Nairobi Assembly.

However, they were faced with the objection of having the CASA rules delayed thus not

mastering them on time. There seemed to be less coordination on the technical bench
sighting biased outcomes.

4.1.2 Table Tennis

The Assembly was represented by one member of the Assembly within the pool and
fixtures. The team emerged position 5 overall despite having less participants and the
men made it to the quarter round. The team was however eliminated at the group stages
sighting disqualification for there was no female representation of the Assembly
Members. The team had no allocation of uniforms and training equipment.

4.1.3 Choir

The choir team emerged position 1in Own Choice, Position 2 in Set Piece and Position 3
in own composition. The team having bagged position 1in the previous editions sighted
competition having faced with less participation by members and participants who had
other disciplines slotted for the same time. This was made reference to the previous

CASA programs where the Choir team performed among the last and not among the
first activities.

The choir team recommended that an opportunity arises for the consideration of a
permanent choir team that are trained on continuous basis. This will in turn provide a
revenue stream for the Assembly.

4.1.4 Tug of war
The Assembly fielded both men and women. The women team won against Machakos,

Vihiga and Kajiado County Assemblies emerging position 3 overall. However, the Men
team were defeated by Kajiado County.

The team protested on the absenteeism of members that was attributed to different
venues of activities. It was also a concern on the outfits procured were non fit for all

including the shoes.
4.1.5 Darts

The Assembly was represented by the staff of the assembly and were knocked off at the
group stages.

The team had no proper practicing equipment and their requisitions were not delivered
as stated. The team had no allocation of uniforms.

4.1.6 Draughts

The Assembly team emerged position 3 despite having only male representatives. It was
however put forward that the team had no trainer and were not issued with uniforms.
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4.1.7 Scrabble and Chess

The Chess and Scrabble team had impressive individual rankings but overall rankings

showed the need for more training in the annual event. A limited number of participants

registered constraining the standard number of six participants. No uniforms were
issued.

4.1.8 Netball

The Netball team beat Bomet County Assembly 28-0 and also Homabay in a very tight
competition. They were however knocked at the quarter finals round 8.

It was misfortunate that the team received their uniforms late and had misfits on the

same. Most participants were unavailable having had other disciplines occurring at the
same time.

4.1.9 Volleyball

The volleyball male team lost to Makueni in the first round while the Volleyball women

who played against Kericho also put up a good fight but was eliminated at the group
stages.

4.1.10 Badminton

The County Assembly as presented in the event by both singles and doubles within their
pools of the fixtures did well and qualified for quarter finals.

4.1.11 Athletics
The Assembly had a team that fielded both men and women.

5.0 Procurement of sports, uniforms and gears used during the CASA
Games 2023

Hon. Speaker

The Directorate of Supply Chain Management in receipt of the memo dated 31st
August, 2023 from the Committee on Sports, Culture, Gender & Youth Affairs reported
on the Quality Assurance of the Sports equipment and Uniforms that were procured and
the challenges faced and recommendations that may improve the County Assembly
preparedness and Procurement Process in the future CASA games.

The Directorate highlighted the following key areas that pose risks of failure
. 5.1 Insufficient budget

In accordance to Section 53 of PPADA 2015(Rev1sed 2022), the Accounting Ofﬁcer is
required to prepare an Annual Procurement Plan which is realistic in a format set out in

the Regulations within the approved budget prior to commencement of each financial
year as part of the annual budget preparation process.
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This plan originates from the user departmental in each and every financial year thus
the final approved budget implemented through the departments.

The County Assembly of Kisumu has been preparing its procurement plans in strict
adherence to the approved budgets. However, the historical budget in respect to
Procurement of Sports Uniforms and Gears has led to insufficient budget which cannot
support the Procurement of the required items.

5.2 Lack of proper specifications

The user department plays pivotal role in ensuring that quality goods and services are
provided to the Assembly as enshrined in Regulations 34 of PPAD Regulations 2020 by
initiating a procurement proceeding through Purchase Requisition with detailed
specifications, bills of quantities and terms of reference developed by the departmental
staff. In the case of the recent purchase requisitions, there were no detailed
specifications hence non-uniformity of the procured items.

5.3 Late submissions of purchase requisitions by users

The Supply Chain Directorate had instances where they received requisitions late hence
were not able to factor them in the Procurement process. For example, if the User
department submits a request late to the Head of Procurement, the ultimate risk is
either the goods, services or works will not be procured at all, delivered late, or the
Assembly will be in a hurry to receive the items/services to salvage the crisis which in
most cases may bypass the quality checks required in the inspection process.

5.4 Registration of Honorable members and staff in many disciplines.

It was noted with concern that some members and staff registered their names in almost
five disciplines which is not realistic as some games are played at the same time in
different venues. This category of players practically participated in one or at most two

games despite taking all the uniforms for the disciplines they were registered in, hence
no value for money.
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6.0 COMMITEES OBSERVATIONS

That, awards and trophies were won but there was no budget allocation set to
recognize and reward teams and individuals who performed well in the games.
That, there was a leadership vacuum, representation of the Assembly on
technical benches was a let down

That, some members and staff registered in about five disciplines which is not
realistic as some games are played at the same time in different venues.

That, players despite taking all the uniforms for the disciplines they were
registered, participated in one or at most two games.

That, Uniforms and equipment were not matching the teams’ requisitions
That, the teams had no requisite composition

That, preparation and training of the event was not maximized and lagged on
time. This is attributed to poor fitness practices among others.

That, budget constraints deemed a hindrance to the execution of supplies
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
