AND SOCIAL SERVICES COMMITTEE ON THE INQUIRY ON TO THE STATE OF
EARLY CHILDHOOD EDUCATION PROGRAMME IN KISUMU COUNTY

proceed.
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Hon. Okumu (MCA, East Seme): Thank you Madam Speaker. Madam Speaker and Honourable
Members, please allow me move a Motion for Adoption on the report of the Standing Committee
on EDUCATION, TECHNICAL TRAINING, INNOVATION AND SOCIAL SERVICES on to
the Inquiry on the State of Early Childhood Education Programme in Kisumu County.

Madam Speaker and Honourable Members, we recognised that the early years of Childhood
Education a crucial period of development for young Children’s physical health as well as motor,
social/emotional, cognitive and language skills. The Early Childhood Education Programme is
therefore a critical component of the education system, laying the foundation for lifelong
learning, cognitive development, and social integration for children. The Kisumu County
Government pursuant to the 4™ Schedule of the Constitution of Kenya, 2010 is mandated to
ensure that Early Childhood Development and Education (ECDE) is accessible and of high
quality. However, the growing demands of this sector, coupled with emerging challenges,
necessitate a comprehensive assessment to ascertain the program’s current state and efficacy.

In light of this, the Committee on Education, VVocational Training and Social Services initiated
an inquiry into the state of the Early Childhood Education Programme in the county as from 25%
July to 11" September, 2024 and conducted site visits in sampled ECDE centres within the
County.

This inquiry sought to provide an in-depth review of the program’s implementation, identify
gaps, and recommend actionable solutions aimed at enhancing the quality and accessibility of
early childhood education within the county.

Following reports from stakeholders received by the Committee, concerns regarding teacher
shortages, inadequate facilities, and inconsistencies in funding were raised, prompting the need
for a systematic inquiry into the Status of the ECDE program in the County.

The objectives of this inquiry were to:

i.  Evaluate the adequacy of the physical infrastructure in existing ECDE centers
across the county.

ii.  Examine the status of teacher recruitment, training, and employment terms.

iii.  Assess the funding and budgetary allocations dedicated to ECDE and their impact
on service delivery.

iv. Review the implementation of the ECDE curriculum in line with national
guidelines and identify any areas for improvement.

v. Investigate the enrolment, retention, and completion rates of children in ECDE
centers.
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vi. Examine the health and nutrition programs associated with ECDE centers,
focusing on the effectiveness of feeding programs and health services.

vii.  Assess the level of parental and community involvement in ECDE, and its impact
on program Success.

viii.  ldentify challenges faced by the ECDE program and propose viable solutions to
address them.

This report is therefore structured to provide an overview of the key findings from the inquiry, an
analysis of the issues affecting the state of ECDE in Kisumu County, and detailed
recommendations on how to improve the program. The Committee’s findings are based on Site
visits to the sampled ECDE centers and analysis of available data on early childhood education.

The overarching goal of this inquiry is to ensure that Kisumu County meets its obligations under
the Constitution and international best practices in delivering quality early childhood education.
By addressing the challenges and optimizing the available resources, the county can better equip
its youngest learners for future success, contributing to broader educational goals and societal
development.

Mandate and Composition of the Committee

Madam Speaker and Honourable Members, the Sectoral Committee on Education, Vocational
Training and Social Services is established under Standing Orders No. 193 (Second Schedule) of
the Kisumu County Assembly Standing Orders. The Committee is mandated to consider all
matters related to early childhood education, vocational training and social services within the
County.

Mandate of the Committee

Pursuant to the provisions of the Second Schedule of the Kisumu County Assembly Standing
Orders, the Sectoral Committee on Education, Vocational Training and Social Services is
mandated to:

To inquire into and report on all matters relating to pre-primary education, adult
education, village polytechnics, home craft centres and childcare facilities.

On behalf of the Committee on Education, VVocational Training and Social Services, it is now my
duty and privilege to present to this House, the Report of the Committee on the Consideration of
the inquiry onto the State of Early Childhood Education in Kisumu County.

Chapter Il - Legal Framework Underpinning the Inquiry

Mr. Speaker and Hon. Speaker, The management and quality assurance of Early Childhood
Development and Education (ECDE) in Kenya are governed by a range of legal frameworks,
both at the County, National and international level. These laws and policies provide the
foundation for ensuring that children receive quality education during their formative years and
that the County Government fulfills its responsibilities.

The Committee relied on the following legal framework during its inquiry to establish:

a) whether Kisumu County is meeting its constitutional obligations by providing free,
accessible, and quality early childhood education. This includes evaluating the
county’s commitment to delivering education as a devolved function, ensuring proper
infrastructure, sufficient teacher recruitment, and educational resources for ECDE
centers;

b) whether Kisumu County has established adequate ECDE structures, such as a
functional County Early Childhood Education Committee (CECEC), and whether the
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county government is adhering to its responsibilities regarding teacher recruitment,
infrastructure development, and curriculum implementation and;

¢) whether Kisumu County’s ECDE centers meet the standards set for child protection
and welfare. This includes assessing the safety of learning environments, provision of
child-friendly facilities, and measures in place to protect children’s rights to quality
education.

The Constitution of Kenya, 2010

The Constitution of Kenya places significant emphasis on the right to education, including early
childhood education. Key provisions include:

a) Article 53(1)(b) guarantees every child the right to free and compulsory basic
education, which includes early childhood education.

b) Article 43(1)(f) emphasizes the right of every person to education, further
reinforcing the importance of foundational education at the early childhood level.

¢) The Fourth Schedule of the Constitution explicitly assigns the responsibility for
pre-primary education, including early childhood development, to county
governments as part of the devolved functions.

The Basic Education Act, 2013

The Basic Education Act is the primary legislative framework governing education in Kenya. It
outlines the roles of both the national and county governments in ensuring access to education,
including ECDE. Relevant provisions include:

a) Section 4 emphasizes the provision of free and compulsory basic education for
every Kenyan child, which includes pre-primary education.

b) Section 18 provides for the establishment of County Education Boards (CEBS),
which are mandated to oversee the provision of education, including ECDE,
within their respective counties.

c) Section 26 gives county governments the responsibility for establishing ECDE
centers, recruiting teachers, and ensuring adequate infrastructure.

The Early Childhood Education Act

The Early Childhood Education Act provides a comprehensive legal framework for the
management, regulation, and quality assurance of ECDE in Kenya. It is intended to address
issues such as teacher qualifications, curriculum development, child safety, and the establishment
of early learning centers.

Children Act, 2022
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The Children Act emphasizes the rights of children, including their right to education, protection,
and care. Key provisions related to ECDE include:

a) Section 7 stipulates that every child has the right to education, and it is the
responsibility of both the national and county governments to ensure access to this
right.

b) Section 12 provides for the protection of children in education institutions,
ensuring a safe and conducive learning environment.

The Teachers Service Commission Act, 2012

This Act gives the Teachers Service Commission (TSC) the mandate to register, recruit, and
regulate teachers in Kenya, including those in ECDE centers. The TSC is also responsible for
ensuring that teachers undergo continuous professional development and meet the required
standards of teaching.

This Act requires that ECDE teachers are properly registered with the TSC and if they are
receiving adequate professional development. It also provides a basis for assessing the quality of
teaching and the employment conditions of ECDE teachers.

The Education Act (Cap 211)

The Education Act lays out the responsibilities of both the national and county governments in
ensuring access to education, including early childhood education. It outlines guidelines for the
establishment of educational institutions, infrastructure standards, and the management of
educational programs.

Sessional Paper No. 1 of 2019 on the National Education Sector Policy

This Sessional Paper outlines Kenya’s strategic goals for education, including enhancing the
quality and access to ECDE. It highlights key policy goals such as improving infrastructure,
ensuring teacher training, and expanding access to ECDE for all children, including those with
special needs.

Competency-Based Curriculum (CBC) Framework

Kenya's Competency-Based Curriculum (CBC) is designed to provide learner-centered education
that emphasizes practical skills, creativity, and critical thinking. The CBC framework begins at
the early childhood level, shaping how ECDE is delivered across the country.

The Committee evaluated how effectively the CBC is being implemented in Kisumu County’s
ECDE centers. This includes examining whether teachers are trained to deliver the CBC, the
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availability of CBC-aligned learning materials, and whether the program is achieving its
intended outcomes at the early learning stage.

Kenya National Qualifications Framework Act, 2014

This Act provides a framework for ensuring that educational qualifications, including those in
ECDE, meet national and international standards. It sets out the competencies required at various
educational levels and promotes standardization of qualifications across all levels of education.

International Legal Frameworks

Kenya is a signatory to several international conventions and frameworks that guide its education
system, including early childhood education. These international instruments provide a
foundation for the management and quality assurance of ECDE programs.

United Nations Convention on the Rights of the Child (UNCRC)

The UNCRC emphasizes the rights of children to education and development, including the right
to early childhood education. Article 28 of the UNCRC requires State Parties, including Kenya,
to make education accessible to every child and to take appropriate measures to ensure the
quality of education at all levels.

Sustainable Development Goal (SDG) 4: Quality Education

SDG 4 aims to “ensure inclusive and equitable quality education and promote lifelong learning
opportunities for all,” with a specific target (4.2) focused on ensuring that all girls and boys have
access to quality early childhood development, care, and pre-primary education by 2030.

The Committee assessed the County’s progress toward achieving the SDG 4 targets for early
childhood education. This includes evaluating the county’s efforts in expanding access to ECDE,
improving the quality of teaching, and addressing disparities in access to education for
marginalized or vulnerable children.

African Charter on the Rights and Welfare of the Child (ACRWC)

The ACRWC, to which Kenya is a party, emphasizes the right of children to education, including
early childhood education. The Charter urges State Parties to take appropriate steps to provide
free and compulsory basic education and to ensure that educational programs promote the full
development of children’s potential.
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The County Government is mandated to adhere to the principles of the ACRWC by providing
accessible, inclusive, and quality early childhood education. This includes reviewing the
county’s efforts to support children from disadvantaged backgrounds and those with special
needs.

Chapter 111 - Background Information on Early Childhood Education in Kisumu County

Madam Speaker and Honourable Members, Early Childhood Development and Education
(ECDE) is an essential component of the Kenyan education system, focusing on the holistic
development of children during their early years. Globally, ECDE has been recognized as the
foundation for lifelong learning, cognitive development, social integration, and emotional well-
being. In Kenya, ECDE is part of the country’s broader efforts to achieve its educational and
developmental objectives, aligned with the Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs), specifically
Goal 4, which seeks to ensure inclusive and equitable quality education and promote lifelong
learning opportunities for all.

The Constitution of Kenya, 2010, marked a major shift in the governance of ECDE by devolving
its management to the county governments. The Fourth Schedule of the Constitution allocated
the responsibility for pre-primary education to county governments, a move intended to bring
education services closer to the people and tailor them to the specific needs of local
communities.

The County Government is therefore responsible for managing and delivering ECDE services,
including infrastructure development, recruitment of ECDE teachers, and curriculum
implementation. The Kisumu County Government has taken steps to expand access to ECDE by
constructing new ECDE centers, rehabilitating existing ones, and ensuring that teachers are
recruited to meet the demand for early childhood education.

The Kisumu County Integrated Development Plan (CIDP) 2023-2027 also outlines specific goals
related to improving ECDE within the county. These goals include enhancing access to quality
ECDE, improving learning outcomes through better teacher training, and providing adequate
infrastructure for ECDE centers. The CIDP also highlights the need for increased budgetary
allocation to ECDE as part of the county’s broader efforts to promote education and social
development.

3. Current State of ECDE in Kisumu County

Madam Speaker and Honourable Members, historically, ECDE in Kenya has undergone
substantial transformations, with various policies shaping its development. The devolution of
ECDE management to county governments through the Constitution of Kenya, 2010, marked a
key turning point. In Kisumu County, the responsibility for overseeing pre-primary education,
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including recruitment of teachers, infrastructure development, and the provision of learning
materials, was decentralized to the county government.

The implementation of the Competency-Based Curriculum (CBC) further reshaped ECDE,
emphasizing practical learning and cognitive skills development, which required counties to
adapt their strategies in teacher training, learning materials, and infrastructure.

However, in Kisumu County, the number of learners enrolled in ECDE declined from 58,022 in
2017 to 44,366 in 2023, primarily due to a policy shift that eliminated the baby class from the
ECDE curriculum.

Teacher Staffing and Recruitment Challenges

One of the critical aspects of ECDE is ensuring adequate teacher staffing to support the rising
demand for quality education. However, Kisumu County experienced a decrease in the number
of ECDE teachers, dropping from 767 in 2017 to 655 in 2023. This reduction was primarily due
to natural attrition, with the county government unable to meet its teacher recruitment targets due
to funding constraints.

Despite these challenges, there have been notable improvements in the terms of employment for
existing teachers. For instance, 655 teachers who were initially employed on contract terms were
transitioned to permanent and pensionable terms. The teacher-pupil ratio also improved from
1:75 in 2017 to 1:60 in 2023, indicating progress toward more manageable classroom sizes and
better learning environments for children. However, this ratio remains far from ideal and
continues to affect the quality of education provided in ECDE centers.

3. Learner Enrollment and Retention Rates

Despite the overall reduction in ECDE learner enrollment due to the removal of baby class, the
county made significant strides in improving access to quality education. Data from the Kisumu
County Integrated Development Plan (CIDP) 2023-2027 indicates that gross enrollment rates
improved from 50% in 2017 to 79% in 2022, while transition and retention rates rose from 54%
to 93% and 59% to 90%, respectively. These improvements reflect the county’s efforts to retain
learners and ensure a smooth transition from early childhood to primary education.

However, the county has not yet met its targets of achieving 95% gross enrollment, 100%
transition, and 95% retention rates. Further investments in infrastructure, teacher recruitment,
and learning materials are necessary to meet these goals.

4. Infrastructure Development and Learning Resources

Infrastructure remains a key determinant of the quality of ECDE services in Kisumu County.
Based on the Kisumu County Integrated Development 2023 -2027 implementation review
Report for the periods between 2018 - 2023, the county constructed 280 classrooms, which
significantly expanded the capacity of ECDE centers. Moreover, 105 centers in five wards were
equipped with play equipment, enhancing the learning environment and promoting the holistic
development of children. 100 centers were also equipped with new teaching and learning
materials, addressing some of the challenges related to resource constraints in ECDE centers.

Despite these positive developments, many ECDE centers still face infrastructure challenges,
particularly in rural areas. For instance, only 42% of the planned construction of latrines was
completed, and 20% of planned water tanks were installed, reflecting a need for greater
investment in sanitation and water facilities. Inadequate sanitation facilities pose a significant
health risk to children and staff and may affect school attendance, particularly in areas with poor
water access. (see annex i,ii, iii)
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Additionally, the County Government has budgeted for the construction of the following ECDE
infrastructure based on the Approved Budget for the FY 2024/2025

5. School Feeding Program and Health Services

Nutrition plays a critical role in early childhood development, with school feeding programs
acting as both an incentive for attendance and a means of addressing malnutrition among young
learners. However, the ECDE school feeding program in Kisumu County has been inconsistently
supported, with only 3.5% of the required resources allocated during the review period. This gap
in funding has significantly limited the effectiveness of the program, with many ECDE centers
unable to provide regular meals to learners. As a result, malnutrition remains a concern in some
areas, particularly in low-income and rural communities.

The county's school feeding program, if fully funded, could have a profound impact on
improving attendance, retention rates, and overall learning outcomes for ECDE learners.

6. Funding and Budgetary Allocations

Kisumu County allocates resources to ECDE annually, with significant portions of the budget
directed toward infrastructure, teacher salaries, and learning materials. The county receives
capitation KES 25 million annually as part of the national government’s capitation for ECDE,
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which has supported various initiatives, including the construction of classrooms and provision
of learning materials. However, funding constraints have hindered the recruitment of additional
ECDE teachers, sub-county and ward coordinators, and the expansion of the school feeding
program.

To meet its targets for ECDE, Kisumu County must increase its budgetary allocation and seek
additional support from development partners, community organizations, and the national
government.

7. Curriculum Implementation: The Competency-Based Curriculum (CBC)

The introduction of the Competency-Based Curriculum (CBC) in Kenya has significantly altered
the approach to early childhood education. The CBC emphasizes practical learning, creativity,
and problem-solving skills, moving away from the traditional focus on rote memorization. The
curriculum aims to nurture the unique talents of each child, laying a strong foundation for
lifelong learning.

However, the implementation of the CBC in Kisumu County’s ECDE centers has encountered
several challenges. One of the main issues is the inadequate training of teachers on the new
curriculum. While training workshops have been held, many teachers still feel unprepared to
fully implement the CBC. Additionally, the availability of CBC-aligned teaching and learning
materials remains limited, especially in rural ECDE centers. As a result, there are inconsistencies
in the delivery of the CBC across the county, with children in some centers receiving a lower
quality of education than those in better-equipped schools.

8.Enrollment and Access to ECDE Services

Kisumu County has made progress in increasing enrollment rates in ECDE centers, with many
parents now recognizing the importance of early childhood education. However, significant
disparities remain in terms of access to ECDE services. Children from rural areas and informal
settlements face barriers to enrolling in ECDE programs, including long distances to the nearest
ECDE center, poverty, and a lack of awareness about the benefits of early education.

In urban areas such as Kisumu City, overcrowding is a major issue in many ECDE centers,
which affects the quality of education. In rural areas, on the other hand, the challenge is more
about availability, as some areas have very few ECDE centers, and children are forced to travel
long distances to access education. This has led to lower enrollment rates in some parts of the
county, especially among children from low-income families and marginalized communities.

9. Feeding Programs and Health Services

Nutrition and health are integral to early childhood development, and ECDE centers play a
crucial role in providing these services. In Kisumu County, some ECDE centers have
implemented school feeding programs aimed at addressing malnutrition among young learners.
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These programs provide children with at least one nutritious meal per day, which is essential for
their physical and cognitive development.

However, the coverage of feeding programs in the county is limited. Many ECDE centers,
particularly those in rural areas, do not have access to regular feeding programs due to budgetary
constraints. This has a direct impact on the health and well-being of children, as malnutrition
remains a significant problem in some parts of the county.

Additionally, access to health services in ECDE centers is inconsistent. While some centers
benefit from health check-ups and immunization campaigns, many do not have regular access to
health professionals. This gap in health services can affect children's attendance and performance
in school, particularly in areas prone to infectious diseases.

10. Parental and Community Involvement

Parental and community involvement is crucial for the success of ECDE programs. In Kisumu
County, there is a growing recognition of the importance of engaging parents in their children’'s
early education. Parental involvement has been shown to improve children's learning outcomes,
attendance rates, and overall well-being.

However, in many areas of Kisumu County, particularly in rural and informal settlements,
parental involvement in ECDE remains limited. Many parents are unaware of the role they can
play in supporting their children's education, and some view ECDE as less important than other
stages of education. Additionally, economic pressures often prevent parents from actively
participating in school activities or supporting their children’s learning at home.

Community-based organizations (CBOs) have played an important role in bridging this gap by
advocating for greater parental involvement in ECDE centers and helping to mobilize resources
for improving education quality. There is still a need, however, for more structured efforts by the
county government to enhance parental and community engagement in ECDE.

11. Funding for ECDE in Kisumu County

The Kisumu County Government has committed resources to the development of ECDE through
its annual budget allocations. Funds are primarily directed toward infrastructure development,
teacher recruitment, and the provision of learning materials. However, budgetary allocations to
ECDE remain insufficient to address the numerous challenges facing the sector.

The county has also partnered with various stakeholders, including non-governmental
organizations (NGOs) and international development agencies, to supplement its funding for
ECDE. These partners have provided support in areas such as teacher training, infrastructure
development, and curriculum implementation. However, reliance on external funding can be
inconsistent, leading to gaps in service provision.
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The financial constraints faced by the county government have made it difficult to implement
comprehensive feeding programs, build sufficient ECDE centers, and provide adequate learning
materials across all centers. Increased budgetary allocation and better financial planning are
necessary to ensure that the goals set for ECDE in the Kisumu County Integrated Development
Plan (CIDP) 2023 — 2027 are met.

Chapter IV - Findings of the Inquiry and Comparative Analysis of the State Of Early Childhood
Education in Kisumu County

Madam Speaker and Honourable Members, This inquiry revealed both progress and significant
challenges in achieving the desired standards for the provision of early childhood education
within the County. The Committee made a comprehensive analysis of the findings against the
required national and international standards for ECDE, highlighting key areas where the county
has fallen short or made gains.

1. Learner Enrollment and Access to ECDE Services
The Committee made the following findings:

i.  THAT Learner enrollment in ECDE centers dropped from 58,022 in 2017 to 43,448
in 2023, a significant reduction. This decline is primarily attributed to the removal of
the baby class following a policy shift.

ii. THAT despite the overall decline in enrollment, gross enrollment improved from
50% in 2017 to 79% in 2022, but this still falls short of the county’s target of 95%.

iii.  THAT the transition rate increased from 54% to 93%, and the retention rate improved
from 59% to 90%. However, both indicators remain below the county’s targets of
100% transition and 95% retention.

Comparative Analysis:

Madam Speaker and Honourable Members, pursuant to the Basic Education Act, 2013, the
government is committed to ensuring universal access to education at all levels, including
ECDE, with a target gross enrollment rate of 100% for all children. Kisumu County’s 79%
enrollment rate, while improved, is still far below this national benchmark.

Moreover, internationally, under the Sustainable Development Goal (SDG) 4 on education,
governments are expected to ensure that all children have access to quality early childhood
education by 2030. Kisumu County’s enrollment and retention rates show progress toward these
global targets, but there are significant gaps, particularly in rural areas where access remains
challenging. The target of 95% gross enrollment set by the county, though ambitious, needs
additional strategic interventions to be achieved.
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2. Teacher Staffing and Teacher-Learner Ratio

The Committee made the following findings:

e THAT based on the statistical data on the number of pupils and teachers in every ECDE
Centre submitted before the Committee, the following is the current teacher and learner
population per zone:

a) THAT the current teacher-pupil ratio of 1:66 far exceeds the recommended standard of
1:25, placing significant pressure on the existing teachers and compromising the quality
of education.

b) THAT the County needs an additional 1213 ECDE teachers in order to bridge the current
existing deficits to fulfill the national standards.

¢) THAT the county government failed to recruit the necessary number of additional
teachers in FY 2023/2024 due to funding constraints, which has further exacerbated the
staffing crisis.

Comparative Analysis:

Madam Speaker and Honourable Members, the Kenya National ECDE Policy Framework
recommends a teacher-pupil ratio of 1:25 for effective instruction and quality learning outcomes.
Kisumu County’s 1:60 ratio means teachers are managing more than double the number of
children recommended, which compromises individualized attention, reduces the quality of
instruction, and negatively impacts children’s cognitive and social development.

Additionally, internationally, best practices as outlined by UNICEF and other early childhood
development advocates suggest that the optimal teacher-pupil ratio for young children should be
no more than 1:20. Kisumu County’s current ratio is not only below national standards but also
fails to meet global best practices, necessitating urgent interventions to recruit more teachers and
improve classroom management.

3. Infrastructure and Learning Environment
The Committee made the following findings:

a) THAT based on the implementation report submitted to the Committee by the
Department of the 653 ECDE centers in Kisumu County, 303 classrooms had been
constructed by the County Government as at 30" June, 2023(see annex ii). This leaves a
deficit of 1,003 classrooms, as many centers do not have enough space to accommodate
the average of 66 learners per classroom.
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b) THAT only 42% of the planned latrine construction projects were completed, leaving 379
centers without adequate sanitation facilities.

¢) THAT only 20% of ECDE centers have water tanks, leaving 522 centers without
sufficient access to clean water for hygiene and sanitation.

Comparative Analysis:

Madam Speaker and Honourable Members, the Kenya ECDE Infrastructure Standards
recommend that each ECDE center should have at least two classrooms, adequate sanitation
facilities (one toilet for every 30 learners), and a reliable water supply. Kisumu County’s
classroom deficit is alarming and fails to meet these standards, as centers are overcrowded,
affecting the learning environment. The sanitation and water facility gaps further undermine the
quality of the learning environment, which is critical for young children’s health and well-being.

It is important to also note that according to the World Health Organization (WHO) and
UNICEF, adequate water, sanitation, and hygiene (WASH) facilities are essential in schools to
ensure healthy and safe learning environments, particularly for young children. The international
standard for toilet provision is one toilet for every 20 children, and the absence of water in over
500 centers places children at risk of waterborne diseases and poor hygiene practices.

4. School Feeding Program
The Committee made the following findings:

a) THAT the school feeding program, an essential component for improving attendance and
retention in ECDE, received only 3.5% of the required resources during the FY
2022/2023 and the same has not been reported in FY 2023/2024.

b) THAT the insufficient funding for school feeding programs has led to irregular provision
of meals, particularly in low-income and rural areas, where children are highly dependent
on school meals for nutrition. This has directly contributed to increased absenteeism and
higher dropout rates in some centers.

Comparative Analysis:

Madam Speaker and Honourable Members, the Kenya School Feeding Program guidelines
emphasize the importance of regular school meals to support learner retention and attendance,
particularly in marginalized communities. Kisumu County’s initial allocation of 3.5% of the
required funding for the feeding program is far below the necessary level to sustain the program
and has had negative impacts on learner participation.

The World Food Programme (WFP) recommends that school feeding programs cover all
vulnerable children in primary and pre-primary education, as these programs are crucial in
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promoting learning and child health. The inconsistency in Kisumu County’s school feeding
program makes it difficult to ensure equitable access to education for children in need,
particularly in rural and impoverished areas.

5. Budgetary Allocations and Funding Constraints
The Committee made the following findings

a) THAT the county’s annual allocation to ECDE, focusing on infrastructure, teacher
salaries, and learning materials have been insufficient to address key gaps such as teacher
recruitment, construction of classrooms, and school feeding programs.

b) THAT the lack of adequate funding has hampered the county’s ability to meet its targets
for recruiting ECDE teachers, sub-county coordinators, and ward coordinators. This
shortfall has weakened the overall management of ECDE services and affected the
quality of education delivered to learners.

Comparative Analysis:

Madam Speaker and Honourable Members, based on the available international standards,
education financing for early childhood education should amount to at least 10% of the total
education budget, according to the Global Partnership for Education (GPE). Kisumu County’s
allocation is far below this recommendation, limiting its ability to invest in quality ECDE
services. Moreover, reliance on external funding sources, such as NGOs and international
partners, has not provided sustainable solutions to the county’s funding challenges.

6. Stakeholder Collaboration and Support
The Committee made the following findings:

a) THAT the County Government has worked with various partners, including NGOs and
international development agencies, to support ECDE programs, particularly in teacher
training and infrastructure development such as the construction and equipping of Canon
Nyong6 and Obwolo ECDE Centres.

b) THAT Parental engagement in ECDE centers has been inconsistent. Although some
parents participate in school management committees and provide support for learning,
many are disengaged, particularly in rural areas.

Comparative Analysis:

Madam Speaker and Honourable Members, the Basic Education Act and the Early Childhood
Education Act mandates parental involvement in school management through School Boards of
Management (BoMs), Management Committees and Parent-Teacher Associations (PTAS).
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Inconsistent parental involvement weakens the overall governance of ECDE centers, particularly
in decision-making related to school infrastructure and resource allocation.

According to UNESCO, strong partnerships between schools, parents, and communities are
essential for the success of early childhood education programs. The lack of consistent parental
engagement in Kisumu County undermines the holistic development of learners, as parents play
a crucial role in supporting their children’s early education both at home and in school.

Chapter V - Recommendations for Early Childhood Development Education (ECDE) In Kisumu
County

Madam Speaker and Honourable Members, based on the findings from the site visits to various
ECDE centers, as well as data provided by the Department, the following recommendations are
proposed. These recommendations focus on both short-term and long-term actions that the
Kisumu County Government can implement to improve the quality and accessibility of ECDE
services in line with national and international standards.

Short-Term Recommendations (Immediate to 1 Year)

1. Address Teacher Shortages and Enhance Staffing Levels
The Committee recommends:

THAT the County Government should prioritize recruiting more ECDE teachers to lower the
teacher-pupil ratio, which currently stands at 1:60, far above the recommended 1:25. This will
ensure a better learning environment and improve educational outcomes.

THAT vacant ECDE teacher positions should be filled through targeted recruitment or
redeployment of existing staff should be prioritized, especially in under-served areas like
Ong'adi, Kibos and any other ECDE Centre with a similar challenge.

2. Improve Sanitary Facilities
The Committee recommends:

THAT the Department of Education to Urgently Address Sanitation Issues: The inquiry revealed
severe deficiencies in sanitary facilities, with some centers lacking latrines altogether or using
unsafe temporary solutions (e.g., Kianja ECDE). The Department should:

a) Install new toilets in centers with none,
b) Allocate resources to repair and maintain filled-up or unsanitary toilets in centers.

¢) Work with the community and development partners to secure short-term
sanitation interventions like portable toilets.
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3. Equip ECDE Centers with Essential Learning Materials and Furniture

There is a notable lack of essential learning materials in many centers, including play mats and
sleeping mattresses. The Department should:

a) Distribute basic learning materials such as toys, mats, and age-appropriate
teaching aids to all centers.

b) Provide sleeping mattresses to ensure learners have rest time during school hours,
which is critical for their development.

Some centers like Kianja and Bukna ECDE lack sufficient furniture. Immediate redistribution of
available furniture or procurement of additional furniture should be done to ensure all learners
have access to proper seating arrangements.

4. School Feeding Program
The Committee recommends:

THAT given the inconsistency in the school feeding program, the County Assembly should
appropriate more resources to provide regular meals to learners, particularly in ECDE centers in
low-income areas where malnutrition is prevalent. This will help improve retention and
attendance rates.

5. Improve Data Collection and Record Keeping

Some centers, do not have a registry system, which hinders effective planning. The Committee
therefore recommends that the Department should:

a) Standardize record-keeping across all ECDE centers, including learner
enrollment, teacher staffing, attendance, and resource inventories.

b) Train teachers and center managers in basic data management skills to improve
accountability and reporting.

Long-Term Recommendations (1 to 5 Years)

1. Infrastructure Development and Maintenance

The Committee recommends:

THAT the County Government should Construct Permanent Classrooms and Facilities since the
ECDE centers within the County still face a significant infrastructure deficit. To address this
therefore:
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a) The Department should construct new classrooms in centers, where classrooms
are either non-existent or insufficient.

b) Play areas should be developed in all ECDE centers. In the short term, these
centers rely on neighboring primary school facilities. Long-term investment
should focus on creating safe, child-friendly outdoor play spaces.

2. Sanitation and Water Access
The Committee Recommends:

THAT the department should Improve Water Supply and Sanitation Facilities in all ECDEs
within the County: By the end of the current five-year period, all ECDE centers should have
adequate sanitation and access to clean water. The county should:

a) Install permanent latrines and ensure that they meet hygiene and health standards.

b) Set up reliable water supply systems such as tanks or boreholes, especially in
centers, which rely on primary schools for water.

3. Increase Budget Allocation for ECDE Programs
The Committee Recommends:

THAT the ECDE Sector should be provided with enhanced Budgetary Support: The annual
capitation of KES 25 million for ECDEs in Kisumu County is insufficient. The county should:

a) Gradually increase budgetary allocations for ECDE infrastructure, staffing, and
operational costs, with a target of meeting at least 10% of the total education
budget as recommended by international standards and;

b) Leverage partnerships with development agencies and the private sector to co-
finance critical projects like classroom construction, sanitation facilities, and
teacher training programs.

4. Regular Teacher Recruitment and Training
The Committee Recommends:

THAT the County Government through the County Public Service Board should transition more
ECDE teachers to permanent and pensionable terms, following the example of the 655 teachers
already transitioned. This will:

a) Improve teacher retention and job security.
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b) Attract more qualified educators to the ECDE sector, improving the quality of
instruction.

THAT the Department should invest in continuous professional development for ECDE teachers
to improve teaching quality, modern pedagogical practices, and classroom management,
particularly in handling special needs children (PWDs).

5. Inclusive Education for Special Needs Learners

The sampled data highlights the presence of children with disabilities (PWDs) in some centers.
The Committee therefore recommends that the Department should:

a) Establish inclusive learning environments in all ECDE centers by constructing
accessible classrooms, providing specialized learning materials, and ensuring that
there are specially trained teachers to handle children with special needs.

by Work with national bodies such as the National Council for Persons with
Disabilities (NCPWD) to provide funding and resources for these programs.

6. Digitization and Monitoring Systems

To enhance accountability and streamline operations in the ECDE sector, the Committee
recommends that the Department should:

a) Develop and implement a digital platform for tracking the progress of each ECDE
center, including learner enrollment, teacher staffing, infrastructure development,
and resource allocation.

b) Use data collected to inform policy and budgetary decisions, ensuring that
resources are allocated to centers with the greatest needs.

Conclusion

Madam Speaker and Honourable Members,, to achieve high-quality ECDE services in Kisumu
County, it is essential to implement both immediate actions and long-term strategic reforms.
Improving teacher staffing, addressing the critical infrastructure gaps, providing adequate
sanitation facilities, and enhancing the learning environment will contribute to creating a robust
ECDE system in line with the national vision and international standards. Collaborative efforts
involving the county government, community, and external partners are key to the successful
transformation of ECDE in Kisumu County.

So, at a particular point, they need to rest. | support this idea of
the children getting their rest time. They should be provided with mattresses that they can use to
sleep. They will also love school. You know if you stress them more, that is when you find the
child, when you try waking the child early in the morning, the child will just cry. But when the
atmosphere is conducive in the school, the child will tend to love the school more.

Madam Speaker, we are equally aware that the School Feeding Programme is also key. When a
child is angry, nothing can get into the head of the child. So this feeding program should be well
taken care of. With those few remarks, | beg to second. Thank you.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon Oginga, Nominated Member): Yes, Honourable Onditi.

Hon Onditi (MCA, Ombeyi): Thank you, Madam Speaker. Madam Speaker, allow me to join
the queue by thanking this House Committee for a job well done. Madam Speaker, this report
has highlighted pertinent issues as far as the education sector is concerned. Madam Speaker, it
has been said time and again, which is true, that education is the cornerstone within which the
human capacity development revolves around. | totally agree with that, Madam Speaker.

Madam Speaker, it is my belief that this report, you remember as has been said, sometimes back
this House passed a report for the employment of more ECD teachers; actually to be precise they
were 200 ECDE teachers. Unfortunately, only 100 has been advertised. If you look at the deficit
of teachers in centres as has been highlighted in this report, Madam Speaker, | believe that we
are still far short of the number, even if you would have done the 200, Madam Speaker. | believe
that this should be a challenge for the department to reconsider hiring more teachers so that we
can bridge the gap.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon Oginga, Nominated): Order!! Honourable Members, one of the
Members is playing a video in the House, which in my belief is not allowed. Honourable Onditi,
please proceed.

Hon Onditi (MCA, Ombeyi): Thank you, Madam Speaker, for that protection. Madam Speaker,
Honourable Okoyo has just arrived. You know he is a Member who comes from a peri-urban
centre. He loves the chips prepared in town and so he is a bit agitated.

Madam Speaker, | believe that this report should be instrumental, particularly now that the
department or the county is going on with the recruitment of teachers. | believe that while in the
process of recruitment, | believe that this report should guide the process of recruitment more
and put a lot of emphasis on areas that have a higher deficit of teachers so that they get more than
others, Madam Speaker. Finally, Madam Speaker, if you look at the infrastructure development
as captured in this report, you realize that about 19 or 22 Wards that have been identified here.

But the report has clearly brought out that the problem of lack of facilities is something that cuts
across the county. | wonder why only a few areas have been selected by the department.

Madam Speaker, if it is a problem of challenges of resources allocation, at least there would have
been some level of equity, either 1-1 or 2-2 per Ward, so that at least we bridge the gap
simultaneously. But you look at the report, some areas have received five, while others have
gotten nothing. So | do not know the criteria the department was using to allocate or to identify
areas where they are putting budget to construct the classrooms. With those few remarks, | beg to
support. Thank you.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon Oginga, Nominated Member): Yes, Honourable James Omollo.
I have noticed you, Honourable Mildred Ajumbo.

Hon Omollo (MCA, West Nyakach): Thank you, Madam Speaker. | want to thank this House
Committee for the thorough work they have done. Madam Speaker, data is very important and |
believe that this House Committee has highlighted some data which the House needs to consider
and check where we are heading as a county.

Madam Speaker, it is very unfair that some zones have this kind of ratio, 1 to 155, 1 to over 100
kids, 1 teacher to 100 kids, while you find some zones have a minimal ratio such as like 1 to 49.
This is not fair and | believe that as a county we have to be very fair to our learners. Madam
Speaker, even the data we have, if we would have gone per school or per centre, you would
noticed that there are centres with 1 teacher to over 200 learners. A case in point is Nyadina
Primary, ECDE, which as we speak has only 1 teacher from the county and over 250 learners in
one classroom. You can imagine the degree of injustice we are doing to these learners and this is
replicated in many, many other areas. Madam Speaker, how | wish that when the County Public
Service Board will be recruiting these teachers that we be fair to those zones. | believe that the
data is there and it is clear.

Madam Speaker, as a people who are watchdog to the public, we need to be very fair and really
consider those zones before we go further. Madam Speaker, | was there during the First
Assembly when we were recruiting the first teachers to the centres. We had over 700 teachers
recruited and deployed 600 schools. Then the county did a mistake of giving not per school
because we had 700 teachers which could go to every school within the county, but we ended up
that some schools to date still do not have Center Managers or a teacher. To date, and that data is
there in this report, which has been really highlighted that when we are moving forward, at least
we need each centre to have at least a teacher when the recruitment will be going on so that we
be fair to those learners.

Madam Speaker, on the issue of ECDE infrastructures, this county has over 600 ECD centres
Whatever we have achieved within the 13 years of devolution is an eye sore. We have achieved
very little. For example, in my Ward we have only managed to do three classrooms for the entire
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12 years and over. You can imagine we have 28 ECD centres in that Ward and we have only
managed three classrooms in over 10 years. And this is cutting across many Wards which have
so many ECDE centers.

Madam Speaker, it is our wish that all learners to be in a permanent building done by the county
and | would support the ECDE Chairperson who has mentioned that we can achieve so much
infrastructure if we adopt the capitation way. Just in the manner in which the CDF or NGCDF
does with the primary schools. They have really done a lot of classrooms. In my sub-county
alone, we have over 200 schools but the CDF has tried to touch every school with the capitation
to the school to do classrooms on their own. Madam Speaker, we can equally do this, it is not
rocket science.

Homabay County did, in this Financial Year that ended on 30th June this year, because they
managed to do 160 classrooms using the same formula. The previous day, Kiambu County
launched over 108 ECDE centres done in the same manner. Unfortunately, in Kisumu as a
county we are still lagging behind. Most of our infrastructures are stalled because our contractors
are not really able to do them. | do not know for whatever reason, even when we give enough
funding for each ECDE centre, they still do not complete them. We have stalled ECDE centers
across the county and there are several.

Madam Speaker, if you look at that data you wonder what is going on. These contractors never
finish any of the contracts and they abandon the sites at Lintel or even at Basement. So, it would
be prudent as a county to maneuver and get another way of achieving this. Madam Speaker, as |
end, it is my belief that we have to prioritize things in the right way. | know bursary is not our
function as such and | would wish the Chairperson, you know, next year we do not have Form
1s. If some monies in the Supplementary Budget could be allocated to constructing these new
classrooms that would be better because each word will save a lot.

Madam Speaker, when we do not have Form 1s, we will not have the 10 scholars in the
scholarship programme. We can achieve a lot when our priorities are right. So, | really beg this
House to support this report because the recommendations will go a long way to harmonizing the
sector. Thank you, Madam Speaker. | support.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon Oginga, Nominated Member): Yes, Honourable Ajumbo.

Hon Ajumbo (MCA, Central Seme): Thank you, Madam Speaker. | rise to support the report by
the Standing Committee on Education and Technical Training on the inquiry into the status of
Early Childhood Education Programmes in Kisumu County.

Madam Speaker, | have looked at the objectives of the inquiry, Madam Speaker, on the physical
infrastructure, teacher recruitment, funding and budgetary allocation on the curriculum. And I
want to say that, these were good objectives of the findings. | have looked at the findings on the

teacher-learner ratio and according to international standards and national standards, Madam
Speaker, we are quite below the standards.

Madam Speaker, when you look at quite a number of ECDE centers in my Ward, which is
Central Seme, where students are 1,521 with only 24 teachers, a ratio of 1 to 64, while the
recommended ratio is 1 to 25. | looked at the advertisement, Madam Speaker, it has only
allocated 100 teachers to be recruited and when one Ward has a deficit of 44 teachers, Madam
Speaker, yet the recruitment is talking of only 100 teachers that are supposed to be recruited, it
means that even if we recruit 100 teachers, we will still be below the international and the
national standards.

Madam Speaker, I would recommend and | would also wish that this Assembly would sit down
with the Department of Education so that we can discuss some of these issues because when you
look at the budget allocations, the last Financial Year, Madam Speaker, it is very sad that in my
Ward, Central Seme, out of the three ECDE centres that were to be completed, only one was
completed. The allocation that was given to this ECDE for completion was quite low. You look
at an ECDE centre that has two classrooms; two twin classrooms allocated Ksh. 1.2 million. The
contractor never reported on site. So, it means that going forward, Madam Speaker, when we
continue with this idea of budgetary allocation, allocating each year Ksh.1 million, Ksh. 1.2, it
means our ECDE centres will never be completed. You look at 2013 up to now, quite a number
of ECDE centres in wards have not been completed. They are still under construction. Again,
each year money is allocated and the ECDE centres are not completed.

Madam Speaker, I want to support the committee’s report on Capitation. Yes, other counties are
doing it, Homabay and Kiambu Counties have done it. Why don't we try it this coming financial
year so that we can put in some money, we see how much we can move with that capitation.

Madam Speaker, | stand to support the report. And on School Feeding Programme, it is quite sad
that only 3.5% resources were allocated to the feeding programme, meaning 96.5% is not
allocated. So, what happens to the small child that goes to school? The child goes to school
hoping that there will be some porridge and only 3.5% is allocated. So, it means that quite a
number of learners would not even have the urge to go to school, Madam Speaker. | support this
committee recommendation because it went down to the wards, and it has worked so hard that
we need to support this report so that our County can move forward. Thank you, Madam
Speaker, | support.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon Oginga, Nominated Member): Honourable K’omudho, I have
noticed you. Let me give Hon. Dede the opportunity.

Hon. Dede (MCA, Kisumu North): Thank you, Madam Speaker for giving me this opportunity. |
have seen you work in a smart way by showing that the seniority is observed in the House.
Madam Speaker, let me start by applauding this House Committee for the work well done. The
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research which was done by this House Committee clearly stipulated that we indeed need more
ECDE teachers to at least assist us. Madam Speaker, with the recommendation which this House
Committee brought which stares that the Regular Teaching and Recruitment Training, they
should invest in continuous professional development for ECDE in case of teaching quality. We
have seen that within our schools, they provided that the ECDE should also, in the recruiting
system, consider the people living with disability.

Madam Speaker, another recommendation is that the department should work with other national
bodies, such as the National Council of People Living with Disabilities, which can also provide
other resources for the progress of our children was also amazing.

Also, Madam Speaker, concerning the School feeding program, you find that the 3.5% being
allocated for the feeding program, in my view, it should have been reverted to the Capitation.
This is because the 3.5% which was given to the ECDEs, still, if you go to the procurement
stages, other issues are still being charged on this vote, like the Retention, the 3.5% allocated, not
even reaching the institution. Madam Speaker, this is done at the Central Procurement, so other
intentions are there, the 3.5% is not reaching the intended purposes. Madam Speaker, my
considered opinion is that we revert it to the Capitation whereby the schools will budget
themselves so that whatever the amount allocated to them, they budget by themselves at the
school level because we have the centre Managers who can provide with modalities of
addressing capitation. With the ratio which the ECD committee has brought of 1:60, | believe
that it should have been reverted to a ratio of at the school level. Madam Speaker, this is because
this was indicated at the zonal level, you find that in other schools, we have got over 100. And if
we make it on average at the zonal level, we should have gone to the school level whereby other
schools have got about 186, like a lot of ECDE School which has got only an ECDE teacher. If
we make a greater ratio at the lowest level, being that devolution was meant to go to the lowest
level, we avoid at the zonal level so that we get the clear picture of each and every school within
the region so that we get the ratio like the one for Alara, 1:86, not 1:64 at the zonal level being
other schools are being disadvantaged while grouped at the zonal level.

Madam Speaker, on the issue of Sanitation, you will notice that in other schools, there is
congestion, like Alara ECDE in North Kisumu Ward; we have got a population of 186 pupils
without a toilet and running water. So, the congestion in these schools with the lack of these
significant facilities like the ablution block causes more harm to our children than good. This
should also be considered while preparing the budgeting and the resources should meet the
threshold whereby each and every institution should have an ablution block and running water
for the sanitary/ablution blocks.

Madam Speaker, the issues concerning the Recruitment of ECDE teachers, even though other
schools are advantaged, if we talk of Central Kisumu Constituency, we find that the deficit is too
low, for instance in Manyatta, we have a deficit of only three teachers. A zone like Manyatta,
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Southern Zone, we have got a deficit of six. If you go to the next zone, we have got a deficit of
22. So, while recruiting the new ECDE teachers, even though 100 is still on the lower side, the
Kisumu County Public Service Board should at least see how they distribute the teachers so that
area where there is a lot of scarcity, should be considered first then priority accorded to other
region.

Finally, Madam Speaker, concerning the ECDE recruitment, | think we are now doing more
harm to our learning institution. It is prudent that instead of recruiting 100 ECDE teachers, it is
my opinion that the County should do away with some of the services which we can do without
instead of making our pupils to suffer in schools. Why can't we devise away, instead of
recruiting 70 Village Administrators, these positions should be abolished, then take the number,
add it to the ECD schools so that most of the ECDE schools should be captured, at least we get
quite good numbers. The 70 Village Administrators do not have impact over our lives in future,
Madam Speaker. The 70 Village Administrator positions should be abolished, add the number
added to the ECDE teachers so that at least our children get proper education. We are having an
issue of 70 village administrators, yet we do not even have the structure of the Village Councils
which they govern, yet our pupils need to be assisted. Madam Speaker, | rest my case. Thank
you.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon Oginga, Nominated Member): Yes, Honourable Pamela Oyoo,
you have a chance.

Hon. Oyoo (MCA, Migosi): Thank you Madam Speaker, | arise to support the motion on the
Floor. Madam Speaker, | want to support the motion which is well-researched and with a lot of
facts, but 1 will do so with a bit of reservation. | am supporting what has been said in this report.
They are important for our County and we need to uplift the status of our ECDE. We need to
employ ECDE teachers to ensure teachers are well-represented in the early learning stage of
children.

Madam Speaker, | want to say, that my reservation is on employing of the ECD teachers, which
we need more than 100. However, my problem is that before we approve this report with
recommendation that, the Minister for Finance should come to this House and give us the
assurances as to whether he is able to accommodate more staff into the payroll of Kisumu
County. | believe that Kisumu County has a problem with Wage Bill and it is high time we
evaluated the payroll and see how we can balance the payroll and give the most required
departments what they require. My recommendation to this report is that we approve this report
with recommendation that the CEC Member for Finance and Economic Planning be invited to
this House and give us highlights on the Wage Bill. But even as we employ, are we able to
employ and sustain those whom we are employing? That is my reservation in this report.
Otherwise, | support the report. It is good. It is well-documented, and well-researched. But on the
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implementation, we need an assurance from the CEC for Finance that whatever we are approving
Is it going to be implemented? Thank you, Madam Speaker.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon Oginga, Nominated Member): Yes, Honourable K’omudho. I
will give you the chance now. Honourable Bill, you are next.

Hon. K’omudho (MCA, Muhoroni-Koru): Many thanks. Madam Speaker, | was once more
waiting for humiliation from your chair. Interestingly, you have respected it. Thank you. | also
wish to become a senior member in this House. As | saw, majority of the guys accepted before
me were indeed senior Members than me. One day when | grow up, | wish to become senior.
Now, | am privileged this morning to arise and support a very noble report that has been
presented by a very capable House Committee where | belong as the Vice chairperson.
Honourable Madam Speaker, together with the Honorable Members, you will realize from the
report that the report is well-captured.

Madam Speaker, the report has got deep findings; it is well-articulated and is quite explanatory
in the sense that | want to believe that it is the first time we are having such a report appearing in
this House. Why? As a House Committee we have captured the County as a whole and it goes
into various details. You will realize that in Nyakach Sub-County, the situation is pathetic. It is
indeed pathetic. No wonder | was watching the news last evening and | saw some lady really
shouting at the name of my colleague that they have never seen him since he was elected. Now,
we realize why people cannot be seen. When we do not even have the basic things like ECDE
classrooms.

Honorable James Omollo, | forgive you for what | heard on TV yesterday evening. Now, | know
some of you do not listen to news. It was wide and it was open in the Citizen TV and they
mentioned other names. Together with them was my colleague also. But that is not distinct. It is
not distinct because a number of us are mentioned in a very negative way because of these kinds
of shortcomings we are facing here in the House. Honourable Madam Speaker, you will realize
that the report talks about of the shortage of teachers. We are having a whole 60 pupils belonging
to one teacher, when the international standards recommends that only 25 pupils to a single
ECDE teacher. | know that this is only fair because the report has been presented here. | heard
my colleagues mentioning that in some cases, we have got even more than 200 children per
teacher. The big question tonight or the big question this morning, like they say in the news that
the big issue tonight. Ours is the big issue in the morning. What is the status of the wage bill?
The wage bill is ballooning and growing and growing vis-a-vis the recruitment of the teachers.
We are at a 50%. What is the relevant department doing? We would like to know. Like my
senior colleague, Honourable Pamela stated here that is it true that we should make the relevant
department accountable? Should they come here so that they respond to these pertinent issues
raised here? Because, Honourable Madam Speaker, we keep on making very good
recommendations, but where are we ending up with these? For instance, my senior colleague

asked; what is the status of implementation? Are we just coming up with very good reports like
this, and then they end up like that as the Vice-Chairperson of this particular House Committee?
This report is wonderful and we want to go beyond this. It is high time that we will not just go
and sit pretty such that we come with quite magnificent reports here, and they end up not going
beyond this House. We want to see to the bottom of it that the implementation is indeed followed
up accordingly.

Finally, if you look at the mandate of the County Government, it is all the sole responsibility of
the construction and equipping these ECDE. We are really competing with the national
government for some bursaries that do not even work for us in a proper way. Remember, this
year particularly, we have had to wait all the way up to the month of July for some of the
Bursaries to be disbursed. It is high time we think that we better do away with some of these
things and concentrate on the sole responsibility that is actually mandated to the County
Government that is the ECDE, so that; we have enough classrooms, enough teachers and ample
sanitation in these facilities across the County.

Today, the situation is pathetic. It is high time we think about, in these lines just like my
colleague said, Madam Speaker, is it worth bringing some people called Village Administrators
in the name of earning salary? Is it the right time we think along those lines and consider doing
away with some of these unnecessary things? Then, | do not mean that when people earn salary,
it is unnecessary. Even us, we earn salary here. But, how important is that? Many, many, thanks,
Honorable Madam Speaker. | support the report One Hundred Per Cent.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon Oginga, Nominated Member): Yes, Honourable Bill Oliver
Odhiambo.

Hon. Odhiambo (MCA, Kobura Ward): Thank you Madam Speaker for giving me this chance. 1
want to thank this House Committee for good work. At least we have a picture of what Kisumu
County is. Madam Speaker, from the report, what | have gathered is that as an Assembly and as a
County Government, we need the Kisumu County Public Service Board to have a serious
conversation on what direction we are taking as Kisumu County.

Madam Speaker, as the Agriculture, Livestock and Fisheries Committee, we just recently came
from Uasin Gishu County. Going there has made me think that we really need this conversation
as a County Government so that at least we see, or rather, look at the amount of development that
is going to our wards. Madam Speaker, it is sad that, as a County Government, ECDs are one of
the things that are key priorities. But then, if you look at the allocation that the department gets,
or rather the ECDs that they want to construct or they have constructed in every financial year, it
is so quite unfortunate that the priorities are not right as a County Government. You have heard
Honourable Members speak of another County constructing around one Hundred new
classrooms a financial year. | read it from the People's Daily and | think it is Kiambu County.
They are talking about one hundred and eight classrooms they are going to construct. Yet, if you
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look at our Kisumu County Government, | do not think in a financial year our new classrooms
exceed even 20. So it is quite unfortunate that our priorities are not right as a County
Government.

Madam Speaker, it is high time we talk to the County Executive and even question the strategic
plan that they have in every financial year and the priorities that they have. That is because; we
cannot set priorities that we want to develop all sectors one hundred per cent in a financial year.
It means we are going to perform dismally in all the departments. Madam Speaker, | believe that
if we focus in a financial year, in as much as we have to perform in all the sectors, if we give our
priority, let us say for this financial year, our priority is the Department of Education. Then, what
are we targeting? Are we targeting One Hundred classrooms, Two Hundred classrooms? At least
with that, it will have impact to the electorates and our voters.

This is because we can even say that in every ward we are going to construct six classrooms.
With that, work will be seen to have been done. But, the current way in which we are doing
things as Kisumu County, | do not believe that in five years we are going to point a particular
department and say that we have really performed. Why do | say so? We are not making it
deliberate to perform in a particular sector or even two sectors in a financial year according to
our budget allocation. So, | still believe that this is a conversation that we should have.
According to the report, it is unfortunate that we can talk about some of the wards having 3
classrooms constructed in twelve years. It is very unfortunate. It is even a signal that as a County,
we do not have priorities or rather our priorities are not set well. This is because twelve years of
devolution, we should be talking of very many classrooms. Very, very many classrooms.

Again, if you look at the recommendations that we have here, that we should be having more
teachers. Yes, it is right. But have we had that conversation about the wage bill that we have as a
County and the teachers that we want to employ? What is the impact? What are the financial
implications that we are going to have as a County? This is because the more we employ, we are
increasing on our burden and it will get to a point where we cannot stretch anymore. So we
should have these conversations and set our priorities right. If it is the ECD teachers that we want
to employ, from where are we going to create chances for this? Because we are having a
conversation about the Village Administrators here and you realize that the priority as a County
is more on the ECDs because that is where our mandate truly lies. If we are to employ, we
should also have another conversation of; which part is necessary? Are we prioritizing the ECD
teachers to Village Administrators and other sectors? This is because; we have reached a level
whereby we really need this discussion. We should not stay under the desk since it is something
that is going to cost this County and | believe the ECD teachers are more important than
anything else because this is a foundation we are setting for our children and our brothers. So, we
should prioritize this and any other thing should come second to this. Thank you, Madam
Speaker and | support the report.
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The Temporary Speaker (Hon Oginga, Nominated Member): Yes, Honourable Kennedy Ouko.

Hon. Ouko (MCA West Kisumu): Sorry, Madam Speaker. Let me commend this House
Committee and the Chairperson under the able leadership of Honourable Seth Okumu for
coming up with a detailed report and inclusive report from this House Committee. Madam
Speaker, | beg to support this. It is true that our priority is ECD and Village Polytechnics.

Madam Speaker, it is only that we do not respect the priorities we are mentioning every time.
Had it been that we are respecting these, Madam Speaker; we would not be having this kind of
scenario. This report is like an X-Ray done on the chest of a patient who is suffering from a very
chronic disease. It is quite unfortunate that we can now compare ourselves to Homa Bay County.
In the last seven years, everybody was lamenting about Homa Bay County. But, within a period
of only two years, we can now try to benchmark with them on issues which we should have done
long time ago, Madam Speaker. We have to be radical on making changes on some of the very
outdated policies by the County Executive. It is quite unfortunate when you come up with such
kind of radical changes, you will find some people in the name of leadership of the House
defending the County Executive for their own personal gain. When you look at the Chairmanship
where the leadership of this House and those who have been defending what the County
Executive are doing, you can see all the chairs in this House are empty.

Madam Speaker, we are discussing a very important matter which is concerning the future of our
County. If we cannot streamline issues concerning the ECDs, we will fail. We must also stand up
to be counted. We must take the bull by the horn. We must ensure that we go the labor-based
way whereby the money is given to institutions, and then the work is going to be done. It has
been realized in some of the places, like Kiambu and Homa Bay. Why are we lamenting each
and every time? Yet it is the MCAs who have the powers to oversight and make laws concerning
these ECDs. We should not be lamenting. This is why it is always prudent that we discuss
matters when this leadership, who have always been talking negatively and defending bad
policies implemented by the County Executive, to be sitting here.

Applause

They are nowhere to be seen. When they come here, it is because they have some interest on
such issues. I do not know when they became contractors. | do not know whether they are one. |
have never said they are contractors, but | suspect they must be having some interest. That is
why each and every time they defend what is bad. In addition, we should also be relevant to what
the people expect from us, not what the Executive or somebody is expecting.

Madam Speaker, when it comes to implementation of these the issues, the recommendations here
are very good. They are going to work in favour of our own people. But, it is very unfortunate
that we have had a lot of problems when it comes to implementation. We come up with good
recommendations, which should be taken by the County Executive. But, you will find out that
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they are not even being implemented. It is my belief that we should even amend the Standing
Orders so that each House Committee can follow up on their recommendations, on their reports,
if we cannot do it through the Select Committee on Implementation of the House.

Madam Speaker, with all these, it is quite unfortunate that one teacher will handle one hundred
and eighty Five pupils. It is also quite unfortunate for Nyakach Constituency where we have very
few teachers and we expect the pupils to excel in the future. This is because; this is where we are
developing the lives and the future of our children. We have a feeling that we are doing
something very good.

Lastly, 1 want to concur with the sentiments of Honourable Dede. Why do we need Village
Administrators? If we have the Ward Administrators, why do we need them? | recommend that
we stop employing village admins and we employ teachers to help build the future of our
children instead of people who are earning salary and there is no delivery. The County has not
established the Village Councils, they don't discuss anything. They only take orders from the
Ward Administrators, which can be done by the Ward Administrators. As for now, let us
prioritize and maximize what we have. We minimize wastages to maximize production. It is very
important for us to do that.

Madam Speaker, | therefore recommend that the statement be brought to this House that we do
away with the recruitment of Village Administrators and instead employ ECD teachers that will
help the future of these school going kids. Thank you. Remember, you will not be here for good.
We must make a change while we are here. Tomorrow it is somebody else. But while you are
here, what did we make that can convince anybody? The radical changes. Thank you, Madam
Speaker.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon Oginga, Nominated Member): Yes, Honourable Were.

Hon. Were (MCA, Nyalenda “B”): Thank you, Madam Speaker. Madam Speaker, | also rise to
support the report. Madam Speaker, this House Committee has done a commendable job.
They've done a comprehensive task and | must thank the Chairperson and the Committee
Members for that.

Madam Speaker, if you look at the component of the report, several key issues have been raised,
if we start with the School Feeding Programme. Madam Speaker, the School feeding Programme
has a lot of advantages to our children. Mr. Speaker, pupils who are well fed are attentive.

Madam Speaker, | believe that when they're attentive, it means even the performance is
enhanced. Madam Speaker, as | support this, | want to concur with my fellow colleagues that let
this be done at the institution level. Let these institutions be given money so that they can
purchase those foods by themselves.
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Madam Speaker, the report also talks about the Recruitment of more ECDs. Madam Speaker, |
know that this was considered even in our current budget. But Madam Speaker, even before we
do this, we must all agree that our resource envelope is challenged. Madam Speaker, | want to
suggest that as we strive to recruit more ECD teachers, let us do it on a need basis. Let us go in
all the sub-counties that we have. We assess the needs so that we can recruit as per the needs in
those areas.

Madam Speaker, there's also provision of Recruiting even Vocational Training Teachers because
we've also identified that there's a need in those areas. And Madam Speaker, if | look at the
statistic, Nyalenda “B” alone has gotten students that have benefited from vocational training.
There's a lot of flow. We are giving those VTCs a lot of students, but they are faced with the
challenge that there is not enough teachers that can take care of those students. So Madam
Speaker, there's need. But as we do this, do we have enough money to do this? That's why we as
a county must sit down and we must have this conversation. How best can we do it? Can we set
our priorities right? What is it that we do not need that we can take it as a back bench? What is it
that we need that we must urgently address so that we set our priorities right?

Madam Speaker, I'm also happy that as we do even infrastructural development, we are
considering the plight of special needs. Our institutions are designed that they must be disability
friendly. When we get to build classrooms, they have got ramps that accommodate those
physically challenged using wheelchairs. That is something that is important to listen to, Madam
Speaker. Madam Speaker, | beg to support. Thank you.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon Oginga, Nominated Member): Yes, Honourable Oiko Pete.

Hon. Oiko (MCA, Kabonyo Kanyagwal): Madam Speaker, | also want to make a little
contribution on this report. My first contribution will be to congratulate Governor Nyongo6 for
what he did when he became the Governor of Kisumu County.

The ECD teachers had been employed by the previous government, and they were employed
without proper Terms and Conditions of Services. They were like casual workers. The
government of Nyongd converted these teachers to Permanent and Pensionable terms and with a
scale, which has encouraged our ECD teachers despite the challenges they are facing. Madam
Speaker, it is not easy to overcome all the challenges within no time. It will take time, Madam
Speaker. What he did was goodwill for this country.

Madam Speaker, when | look at this report, the report is saying that our ECD pupils don't have
enough classrooms. That means they are learning in the open air, under trees, during the hot
seasons, and when the weather is chilly, they are really suffering. What can we do as a country to
solve this problem? I'm seeing in this report that there is capitation of Kshs 25 million that has
been used to build some classrooms. | wish where those classrooms have been built could have
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been stated here. And we need to follow that, that where has that capitation been used? That is
homework for this Assembly.

Madam Speaker, when Governor Nyongd came to power and we realized the condition of our
ECDs, we came up with a plan to buy for them furniture, because that was a low-lying fruit that
could help our pupils. And we did it. But it has taken time, because for us to build these 1,003
classrooms will take time. So if we can ask the County Executive to allow us to go back to
buying our furniture for these, our children, so that they can have what to sit on. Sitting on the
grass when it is dry, a lot of dust. When it is raining, a lot of mud. We need to look into that.

Madam Speaker, the School Feeding Programme was there. But this feeding programme, it looks
like it has been dying away. Why? When it is a very essential programme for our children. A
department must have become careless on this programme and that is the Department of Finance.
Because the bills for the feeding program were never paid. When we came, rice was being
supplied by the National Irrigation Authority. The bill was not paid for two to three years.

Then the government turned to buying rice from Tanzania. Instead of dealing with a government
institution, they turned to dealing with individuals. And nowadays when you walk around, you
hardly hear of the feeding program. If it is an important component of in-learning in the ECD
environment, why should we fight it? Why should it fail? That one, their committee must look
into and bring for us the report.

Madam Speaker, another problem we have, in this report, we could have been told the total
number of ECD classrooms that are needed. That could have been here in black and white, but it
is not indicated. We are left to calculate. Like when we go to, there is a column here, from page
14 to page 21, we are left to calculate the total number of classrooms that are needed. This House
Committee should have furnished this House with that information. And when | go to page 24,
there is the Kshs 25 million Capitations, which I've raised. Let me go to page 35 is also the
School Feeding Programme.

So in overall, Madam Speaker, when we are talking about the failure by the government to build
enough ECD classrooms in Kisumu County, the problem comes back to us as elected leaders.
What budget do we pass here? This is because those programmes must be budgeted for. What
budget do we pass here? What budget do we go with to the wards, the ward-based projects?
When award is given Kshs 20 million, and you want to do all the things in the ward, it is not
possible.

This House must ask the County Executive for a reasonable allocation for world-based projects.
Then we shall be able to do good work for our people. Let me give you example in this House.

When the budget estimate is being discussed, what we are keen on are the ward-based projects,
which is allocated Kshs 20 million per ward, which comes to 700 million. The other one is the
Pending Bills, which you will find stated at Kshs 1 billion. What are the development funds is
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over four billion. The others will hardly see tabulated in the budget. Then you will be taken
down to the moving notes, which | know the Chairman will seriously challenge, but that is the
position in this House. So, let us demand to see what the Kshs 4.3 billion is entailed to do in
Kisumu County.

Again, let us demand good allocation for world-based projects. Then we shall be able to do quite
a number of ECD classes, the equipment needed for our children. Instead of simply complaining
without knowing the appropriate level to raise our concerns, we risk getting nowhere. This report
provides valuable insight into what has been achieved and what remains to be done, helping us
focus on the best way forward. With those few remarks, Madam Speaker, | beg to submit.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon Oginga, Nominated Member): I'm not seeing anyone on his or
her feet for any more submissions, so let me call the mover to reply.

Hon. Okumu (MCA, East Seme): Thank you, Madam Speaker. | appreciate the Members'
contributions to this report. I'm grateful for their consensus on the need to adopt this project
report to create a roadmap for driving change in Kisumu County.

Madam Speaker, I've carefully listened to all submissions, including the last one from
Honourable Oiko Pete, who noted that we didn’t specify the number of ECD classrooms needed.
Honourable Pete, | believe you may have reviewed the report in haste. If you check our
recommendations, findings, and analysis on infrastructure, we’ve detailed that there are currently
653 ECD centres in Kisumu County, with 303 classrooms already constructed, leaving a deficit
of 1,003 classrooms.

Honourable Oiko Pete also emphasized the importance of further investment at the ward level. In
response, our report includes a list of planned projects for FY 2024/2025. However, | noticed
that only Kshs 1.2 million has been allocated for a single classroom in Angola ECD, which
highlights the need for us to collectively prioritize ECD.

Madam Speaker, the objects of this report is to urge Members to place ECD as a high priority,
given that it is a devolved function. Just as we vigorously advocate for bursaries, we should
channel that same energy toward ECD development. Let us not forget, Madam Speaker that this
House has previously pushed for the employment of ECD teachers, underscoring our
commitment to this cause.

Madam Speaker, | had mentioned that the national standards require 25 students, 25 students for
every teacher. In our own, knowing the status, the financial status of our county, we had
suggested to double that. Let us have at least 50 pupils for every teacher, and that's why we were
recommending the additional 200 teachers to give us the 980, at least 980 teachers we require for
the 49,000 students that we have in our ECD teachers.
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So, Madam Speaker, | want that energy that Members are using in pushing for bursaries also be
used in pushing for the employment of ECD teachers. Just to explain this further, Madam
Speaker, I'll take a little bit more time, because | want to take them to a table that I did not read
in this house. We have a school like Atoya in North Seme that has 107 kids and only one teacher
employed by the County Government.

We have a school like Nyarombo with 87 kids, only one teacher. Mariwa in North Seme, 72 with
one teacher. We have a school in Barmathonye, | think that's southwest, with 132 kids, only one
teacher. We have a school, Korwenje, with 105, one teacher. Jonyo, 134, only one teacher. Jimo,
106, only one teacher.

Madam Speaker, and all the Members, allow me to take you through that whole list. And then
you can find for yourself schools that are within your wards and see the gravity of the matter
before us. Now, Speaker and all the Members, we have schools, and | want to go, for example, in
Kodingo Zone, | believe that is Nyakach. We have a school called Aomo with 87 kids and only
one teacher. We have a school Onego, ECD with 156 kids, only one teacher. We have a school
Nyadina with 142 kids, only one teacher.

We have a school Nyamanyinga, 109 kids, only one teacher. We have a school Nyawalo with
123 kids, only one teacher. We have Nyong’ong’a with 125 kids, without a teacher from this
report. So, for Kodingo Zone, we have how many schools? We have close to five schools
without an ECD teacher, and that is Nyakwere, does not have a teacher with 53 kids. St. Patrick's
Obange has 85 kids, no teacher. Nyongonga with 126 kids, no teacher. Bala with 137 kids, no
teacher. And again in Nyakach-Lisana, we have Obuan, ECD with 85 kids and only one teacher.

We have Akado in Nyakach, 85 kids, only one teacher. We have a school by the name Ndori
Arsi, 143 kids, only one teacher. We have a school Lisana, ECD, 107 kids, only one teacher. We
have Moro with 105 pupils, only one teacher. We have Kandiege with 106, only one teacher.
You can see the gravity of it.

We have a school St. Mary Oriang in Nyakach with 88 kids, without a teacher. Members, we
have St. Jerome Anding’o with 75 kids, without a teacher. We have a school in Bolo, 114,
without a teacher. We have Kobong’o with 108 kids, no teacher. We have Anding’o Opanga, 88
kids, no teacher. We have Obuogo, 130 kids, only one teacher. Members, it's very grave. It's very
grave in Nyakach, it's very grave in Seme, in the situation we are in. And when | hear a member
talk about wage bill, then I don't understand if they are comfortable.

There are two departments which, in my opinion, you can never compare the brick and mortar
with the number of staff that we're having. Once we are done finishing construction of ECDs,
you'll never tell us that we can't employ more students because the development does not match
the recurrent. The education that was devolved, and for us it's VTC and ECD, it's a service. In
the service, you need the service providers. And the service providers in this situation are the

ECD teachers. We cannot conform to the 35 percent rule when it comes to provision of early
childhood education and development.

Madam Speaker and Honourable Members, we need more teachers, and from the list, it’s clear
that we’re doubling the number of students per teacher just to add an additional 200 teachers to
ensure quality education. In my view, concerns about the County's wage bill are secondary. |
agree with the proposals put forward by Honourable Members.

It’s time to set clear priorities. We can and have been delivering services effectively without a
large administrative staff, but schools cannot function without teachers. This list shows schools
operating without enough teachers, and the consequences for those children will only become
fully evident 10 to 15 years from now. It’s crucial that we recognize now how essential these
teachers are for our students’ future. To me, this is an urgent issue requiring an immediate
solution. We need more teachers, and the 200 positions advertised is far from sufficient. If that
means reallocating resources, such as reducing other positions like Village Administrators to
fund more teaching positions, | fully support that, as our priority must be on teachers.

Honourable Members, | also agree with the suggestion to provide adequate furniture in our
institutions. Our students, especially the very young ones, require facilities that support their
growth, including proper sleeping arrangements in schools. Without providing essentials like
mattresses, we are neglecting a key part of these children’s development.

So, | want to agree with the Honourable Members that suggested that we need to provide
sleeping furniture, especially mattress, for these kids so that they can enjoy their learning period
in school. Thank you, Honourable Members, and Madam Speaker, | beg to reply.

The Temporary Speaker (Hon Oginga, Nominated Member): Honourable Members, now that
the report by the Standing Committee on Education, Technical Training, Innovation, and Social
Services on the inquiry on the State of Early Childhood Education Programme in Kisumu
County has been presented, seconded, and debated, and it's time for me to put a question on the
adoption of the same.
